Rural Developm ent’s Direct 
hom ebuyer loan program  is 
available to low-incom e fam i­
lies who wish to live in rural ar­
eas. The Direct program  is sub-
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sidized and enables low in­
com e people to buy homes 
when they could not otherwise 
do so.

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Schedule of lane closures for 
deck work on Lewis & Clark Bridge

Because deck replacement on 
the Lewis & Clark Bridge (the 
Longview/Rainier Bridge) requires 
some single lane closures, The IN­

The 
weekend closure was originally 
scheduled for the first weekend in 
June.

WSDOT will ensure that the 
public receives at least three 
weeks advance notice of all full 
weekend closures, and will con­
tinue two weeks advance notice 
for all full nighttime closures.
