Fendall’s original 
roll top desk, the old safe and 
the hand crank cash register 
from the beginning are still in 
the store.

When Ted Van Dyke was 
ready to retire, his son, Glen, 
ran the store until he retired. 
Now Glen Van Dyke’s kids, 
Pete Van Dyke and Becky 
Loranger, own and operate the 
store. “Ever since I can remem­
ber," Pete said, “I was coming 
here, sweeping and dusting.
