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into something that is an asset

to the community. In very little

time the committee was able to

come up with a number of pro-

posals for improvements, many

of which involved little or no ex-

pense to the city. 

Safety, infrastructure, trans-

portation, advertising, and

community relations all were

addressed. State, federal and

community development grants

were applied for and several

were awarded. Connections

were made with local tourist-

based businesses. An advertis-

ing reader board was put up. A

new fee structure was imple-

mented. Public transit connec-

tions were made. Infrastructure

improvements went in, paid for

by state and federal grant

funds. The airport is now safer

and quieter, the city is taking in

money from leases and adver-

tising, a developer is breaking

ground as we speak on a new

bank of hangars on land leased

from the city, a flightseeing

business is operating tours out

of the airport, and several other

aviation businesses have ex-

pressed interest in locating

there.

Vernonia’s airport can be

successful as a publicly owned

airport if it receives positive

support from the city. Without

that support, the city will get ex-

actly what it expects.
