with winners receiving their awards before the
parade hits Bridge Street starting at 11:00 a.m.
The staging area is on Weed Avenue, behind
City Hall. The parade ends at Bridge Street and
East Avenue.

Entry fees are $10 for Commercial and Politi-
cal entries and a suggested donation of $5 for
General entries.

All riders of ATV/Motorcycles who are under
18 years of age must be supervised in the pa-
rade by an adult.
