More Facts About Prunes 
Poultry.

We have unexcelled opportun­
ities and our climate and soil are 
particularly adapted for the pro­
duction of fruits, berries, gar­
den truck and poultry, cloverand 
dairying. Gaps and cholera are 
unknown in this district, and the 
price of eggs average about 40 
cents, while the cost of feeding 
poultry is very low, as practically 
everything required as an egg 
producer is here in abundance. 
The magnificent climate of this 
wonderful valley makes possible 
the profitable hatching and of 
market poultry. It is true we 
can raise poultry all the year 
around. There is no question of 
hens in their second season being 
profitable to keep for market egg 
production.

The Portland market pays the 
highest price for prime poultry 
of any known market, and as 
Portland is only a few minutes 
run from Silverton, we may well 
consider we have the star market 
for all Kinds of produce. The 
best prices are obtained in the 
months given in the following 
table: 1 pound squab broilers in 
February, 1 1-3 pounds to 1 2-3 
pounds each, March, 1A pounds 
to 2 pounds each, May. 2i to 3 
pounds each. These figures 
were obtained from one of the 
leading commission men of Port­
land. We were also advised that 
the Portland market considered 
the heavy breeds most desirable 
for large fryers and soft roasters, 
while for squab broilers and eggs 
the white leghorn is preferred. 
I must now leave the poultry in­
dustry and give space and a few 
facts about prunes. This Valley 
well proves to anyone undertak­
ing the test of expense that the 
climate is all we say, unexcelled 
in America.

RECEIPT.
EDEN VALE PRUNE WHIP.

Take one pint of stewed prunes, 
one-third pint thick cream, 
whites of six eggs, raspberry or 
Ixjgan berry jelly, after thor­
oughly draining the prunes, pit 
them and rub them through a 
culender; avoid rubbing the skins 
through as much as possible, 
beat the whites of the eggs to a 
stiff froth; then by degrees beat 
this into sifted prunes; if not 
sweet enough to suit the taste add 
a tablespoonful of sugar. The 
delicacy of this dish depends 
argely upon the thoroughness 
with which the ingredience are 
jeaten together. When well 
ieaten together pour into a glass 
dish, whip the cream and spread 
evenly over the top of the pud­
ding, then Heck the whipped 
cream with bits of the jelly, 
serve with cream, or, if prefered. 
with a custard made from- the 
yolks of six eggs.
