4 Class A hall guarantee the peace
of Europe; Class B states shkall be
entirely independert, but disputes
be.ween them must b: arbitrated by
the class A states; Class C states shall
be independent, but have no armies of
their own except for poliece duty and
shall make no international treaties
other than commerecial ‘or postal.

7,522 religious of hoth sgexes. The
number of births reached in the same
year was 4,378, of which 1,215 were
legitimate and 3,163 illegitimate. The
illigitimate, therefore, being in the
poroportion of 75.25 to 100 of the
the total births.”

The illegitametes in Protestant Lon-
don are only four per cent.
