A bill to appropriate $5,000 for bridg­

ing the Nestucca and the Nehalem rivers.
These measures are of great importance 

' and should be passed. Of course there 
is no doubt but the incorporation bill 
will pass, and justice demands that the 
bridge appropriatiou bill should become 
a law, as Tillamook county lias been a 
source of great revenue to the state. Five 
per cent, of all the money received from 
the sale of public lands by the govern­
ment for lands in Tillamook county, goes 
to the state for internal improvements. 
Five per cent, of this sum would be $20,- 
030. Tl.'s alone would remunerate the 
state for the Maxwell road appropriation, 
pay for the proposed $5,000 bridge appro­
priation, and leave a balance of $5,000 in 
favor <>i the < amity The money receiv­
ed by the state from the sale of public 
lands has usually been turned into the 
school fund, and as the burden of taxa­
tion for school purposes has been light­
ened in that wav. it would bo no more 
than fair to tax the state for other pur­
poses in return.

Tillamook countv lias enricliened the 
state school fund, and has not received 
her just share in return. Now, let us 
have it in another form. The people 
here are able to support the schools and 
are doing it, but the bridges are badly 
needed, and u tax on the countv for that 
purpose would be rather burdensome

Tillamook county has a great wealth 
of timber lands, and probably no similar 
area of country ever was the source of so 
much rave uc to the government in so 
short a time, and though the state's share 
is only a small ppr ceut., yet the total 
a nuts ^to a surprising figure. The 
country is yet in its infancy and the in­
dustries i . are usually found in a lum­
bering country ̂ are’hafdly begun, and as 
a result, the population is yet small and 
only a limited number of men can find 
employment here, so the desired help in 
the way ol appropriations should not be 
slow in coming.

The state can surely afford us a few 
thousand dollars in return for a hat she 
has received, and the United States ought 
to give us a few hundred-thousand dol­
lars, in the wav of harbor improvement», 
for what this couuty has brought into 
the national.treiisury.

The state and national government 
have received their money, and now let 
some of it be expended to inak 3 the pro­
perty that it sold of some value. This 
will not only benefit ■ «■ la -holders, 
and masses but will promote commercial 
interests in this state und'oii this coast.

The following is a copy of a bill tlint 
will lie introduced at thin session of the 
Oregon Legislature.

Section 1. Within ninety days after 
adjournment of tiie Leyi«lative Assembly 
all general laws enacted by such Legisla­
tive Assembly shall be published at the 
expense of the state, in the general news­
papers of the state, and all ipectal laws 
enacted by such Legislative Assembly 
shall be published in at least ono news­
paper, to be designated bv the Secretary 
of State unless otherwise provided, in 
the locality affected by such law ; such 
publication to be at the expense of the 
state unless otherwise provided for.

Section 2. The publisher oi any news­
paper may tile with the Secretary of 
State within ten days after tho adjourn­
ment of the legislative assembly, an 
affidavit, upon a blank form ,to be fur­
nished by the Secretary, stating that he 
is the publisher of u general newspaper 
within the State, having at leas 3OO Irons 
fide subscribers within tiie state, anil that 
such publication has been published 
within the state consecutively not less 
often than once a week lor one year prior 
to tiie «late of liis affidavit, with a correct 
statement of all facta regarding circula­
tion, days of issue, name of publication, 
anil such other information as the Secre­
tary of State may require, together with 
a copy of such publication; and an ap­
plication to tie designated as official pub­
lisher of tiie laws enacted by such Legis­
lative Assembly; and undertaking to 
perform such publication as here in pro­
vided.

Sec 1OX 3. Any publisher upon com­
plying with the foregoing section, it shall 
lx: the duty of tho Secretary of State to 
deaignate such applicant as publisher 
and to furnish such publisher with a cor­
rectly printed copy of tho Laws enacteil 
bv the Legislative Assembly as defined 
in section 1 of this net, to be published j 
as provided in section 5 of this act.

Section 4. The publisher shall receive 
compensation for such publication at fhe 
rate of twenty crtits l*er folio of on« 
hundred words: Provided, that pnblica-, 
tion in newspapers having over one 
thousand circulation in the state shall be 1 
paid lor nt the rnte of five cents per folio , 
additional fo« eac»> one thousand addi­
tional circiilstional within the state, or 
frs< tlon over five hundred.
