Far nway beyond the plains of Meso-
potamia, on the banksof the river Tigris,
lies the ruins of the ancient city of Nine-
veh., Not long rince hnge mounds of
earth and stone marked the place where
the palaces and walls of the proud capital
of the great Assyrian cmpire stood.

The wriling was done when
the clay of the tablet was soft; it was
then baked to harden it, Each tablet waa
numbered jost as librarians of today
number the books of which they have
charge.--85t.
