Section 7. The board of trusteeii shall 
at their first regular meeting alter elec­
tion, or aa soon thereafter us possible, 
»elect one of their number chairman fi>r 
the year, and such chairman ahall there­
after preside at meetings of the board; I 
ahull have the right to vote thereat; 
and shall l ave the right to call »pedal 
meeting» of the board npon giving five 
days’ notice thereof; proriM, that at 
such special reacting* no bu*iu*r» »bail 
be tranaacted, except auc'i a» »ball be 
specified ir. the call.
