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HAUNTED By FIRE.

Flames Mysteriously Shoot from All Parts 
of an Ohio Dwelling.

Tho tallest fire story that we have come 
across for »ome time comes from The 
Springfield (O.) Western Fireman. From 
what has occurred the ladt two days in 
the boarding house of Mrs. Rachael Mc- 
Gowen, on the south side, the Hupersti- 
tious and the benighted might be in­
clined to think that the residence was 
haunted by lire. The honw* has five oc­
cupants, .Mrs. McGowan, three lioarders 
and a servant girl, an orphan, 18 years 
old. Six weeks ago Mr. Reeser, a 
boarder, after taking a bath in his room 
laid his towel across the arms of a willow 
rocker to dry. While absent the towel 
took fire, and when discovered the rocker 
and the carp*4 were also burning. Home 
time later the house took fire, and some 
household goods wero destroyed. Since 
that time fires around the house have 
been so frequent as nearly to craw* Mrs. 
McGowen.

In t he last few days fires have followed 
each other thick and fast. A pile of 1 
ironed clothing on the sofa in the sitting 
room caught fire. The tablecloth 
caught fire and a large holo was burnt*« 1 
in it, and instead of the blaze ascending 
it desAUuidcil and charred tho tablo legs. 
A box of clothing was found on fire in 
the ball. Tho servant girl, who was 
charged with causing all tho fires, was 
nt work in lhe »lining room, when sud­
denly f’.re was seen at tho bottom of 
her skirt, an«l th»* next thing they knew 
the back of her jacket burst into flames. 
Sometimes fire breaks out in several 
places nt tho same instant. Nearly ev­
erything from th»* attic to th<» cellar has 
Ufn <m fire. Two or three cuplxxards 
have bad to take their share of scorch­
ing, and clothing hanging behind a »lour 
was found to lx* on fire. Wednesday 
uft' TDoon the house caught fir»»again up­
stairs. The fire was put out, and at 
night a fire was discovered in a down 
staii’s room.

ihursday affernoon, in three hours 
time, fire was di* covered in six »lifferent 
places. The |x*oplu an* now taking 
turns at Watchuig to g»*t some dew to 
rffnnysLTy.’ Tho house and goods to 
grthvr have taken firo tweuty five times. 
It is believed the fires are the work of 
souk* spiti ful enemy who has scattered 
a (livmical conqxmnd ov»»r the house, 
causing simultaneous combustion. A de 
toclive Iris be»*n hired by tho und»»r 
writer who insured the house to ferret 
out the guilty ¡»arty. Th * detective has 
lx » .1 unable to loento tho sprite that is 
kindling these fires, but ho i.i living in 
hope just liko tho follow.! who uro look 
ing for Tascott.

AuthorHIca Who Differ About Skating.
That clever writer an<l amiable wom­

an, Mrs. Amelia E. Barr, will have to 
admit that »ho has been »kating on 
Uiin ice, to to hpeak. In undertaking 
to instruct her readers in the mys­
teries, graces, science and customs of 
dancing and skating, she collides with 
the world's champion, and it is not 
the latter who is overthrown. Mrs. 
Barr describes skating as j>ar excel­
lence, “the pursuit purely idle, gay and 
aristocratic,” say» “half the work of the 
skater is done by tho foot that is off the 
ice,” fells of “the Fen skaters of Cam- 
bridgeshire and Lincolnshire who, with 
their long runners and a fair wind, do 
their mile in two minutes,” etc., etc. 
The article has come under the eye of 
Joti Donoghue, who, having beaten all 
competitors and holding the world's 
nkatmg record at all distances, must be 
conceded competent to join issue with 
any skater with the ¡ien. From far off 
Holland he writes in response to Mrs. 
Barr.

Declining to discuss the “gayety” or 
‘aristocracy” of skating, he says it has 

always impressed him as “anything but 
an idle pursuit.” He gives the “foot off 
the ice” no credit except for being ready 
to use when its turn comes. “I always 
thought,” he says, “that the work is 
done by the foot that is on the ire.” 
With pardonable impatience the cham­
pion dismisses the romancing about the 
the Fen skaters* “mile in two minntes” 
by pronouncing it “nonsense,” as “there 
never was a sk.iter in England who ever 
skated a mile in lees than three minutes.” 
Joe concedes to Mrs. Barr the dancing 
floor, but puts his exj>erirnco and quite 
extensive observation against her posi­
tions Hoarding skating and skaters in 
every inqx>rtant particular. If she has 
faith in her teachings there is only one 
thing for her to do—challenge Joe Don­
oghue in ¡irrson or by champion, aftei 
the manner of Relxxica, to meet her on 
go<xl ice in fair contest, tho vanquished 
to irow’n the victor champion of the 
th<N»ry and practice uf skating.—Utica 
Herald.

Scarcity of Water in Europa.
One of the greatest inconvenience« 

arising from theirost has been a scarcity 
of water. No rain worth mentioning 
has fallen sinco November, and the little 
wafer arising from a partial melting of 
snow on two or three occasions has not 
been able to penetrate the frost bound 
soil. Consequently, there has been 
nothing to flush springs or fill ponds, 
while in very many instances the pumps 
attached to wells are frozen np. How 
the autumn sown crops will emerge from 
their winter quarters under the snow re­
mains to be seen, but it will be sur­
prising if they come out, unscathed. 
Tares and winter beans are likely to 
suffer more than wheat.

For farmers who keep much live stock 
the outlook is not cheering, as the 
chances of early feed are poor indeed. It 
is true that any promise of feed at thia 
period of the year, after a mild season, it 
often delusive, but this year, when mild j 
weather comes, a start will bo made ( 
with bare pastures and a very poor pros 
¡>ect for tnmiptops and early rye or 
tores. So far as can bo told at present, 
however, market garileners have suf­
fered more than farmers from tho pro­
longed and severe frost, as great quanti­
ties of celery, broccoli and other vege­
tables have bwn injured or entirely 
spoil«I, and there is no chance of put­
ting in early peas or beans.—Loudon 
Standard.
