H. A Atkins Shot Dead
Ed. Illingworth

the boy’s pistol was at th“ house when i 
he left. Illingworth was taken hv the j 
sheriff to tile nene of tlie inquest, and 
then secured hi« clothes, Uhicli were 

taken lo the jail with him.
E. E. Selph Im.« already bo-n retained 

as counsel for the boy, though the pre 
liminary examination Inis imt come off 
yet. Ha w ill probably be held for trial 
at the August term of the circuit court.

The remains of the deceased were 
buried in lhe I. O. O F. cemetery, near 
this city, on Sunday afternoon

The news cume to this city Saturday 
morning that II. A. Atkins was lying 
dead, witli u toilet lmle through his 
head at bis place near T'liamook river 
bridge. A few minutes later Ed. Illing­
worth came to tlie city ami surrendered 
to Deputy Sheriff Steinhilber, saving 
that he bud killed Atkins He was 
locked up in the county jail. Tiie 
IIeapi.iuht man drove to the Scene of 
the murder immediately and found tlie 
liody of the murdered man lying by the 
roadside u few hundred yards this side of 
I lie Tillamook ri ver bridge, on the toad I 
to Netarts The wife mid three little 
girls weru standing over the remains of i 
lhe dead man. wailing most piteously, | 

; and a few of the neighbors were there; 
lining what they couhl to comfort her 
ami her little ones and were watching 
the lioilv until the coroner came.

Following are the particulars of the 
killing and the causes that led to it as | 
nearcouldbe ascertained.- Youngllling- 
wortli hail been working on the ranch for, 
Atkins for several months, and on Friday ! 
evening after a bard day’s work, it lielng 
quite late, the boy refused to milk the 
cows. They quarrelled, and fought anil I 
Illingworth knocked Atkins down with a j 
stick of fire-wood. Aikius then drove 
the boy away mid was only prevented 
fiorr. shooting him by the interference of: 
Mrs. Atkins. Tlie boy went away hat- I 
less and eoutless and went to the house 
of T. W I.yster in the immediate neigh­
borhood, where he stayed all night. In 
the mo iling he borrowed LvBter’s gun. a 
44-calibro Winchester rifle, saying be 
was going hunting. About 9 o’clock lie 
met Atkins nt the fatal place and the kill­
ing occurred. Atkin's lnmse is just 
across the river and he had just come i 
across tho bridge, on his way to work in 
in a small field in tlie lruttotn on this 
side. According to the story of Mrs 
Atkins mid the children, a shot was 
was heard, and about the same time tlie 
cry of “murder.” Suspeitingsometliing 
of the kind, they rushed to the scene, ■ 
and were met on tlie way by Illingworth, j 
with tlie gun in las hand, and he told 
them them that be had killed Atkins. 
When they found the body life was 
extinct and it is probable that death was i 
coincident, almost, with the erv of “mur- 1 
der.” Frank Alleniler who was working 
near by heard the shot and cry, ami 
rushing to the place, began to summon 
the neighbors. The boy went to Truman ! 
Harris' place and told him that lie had i 
killed Atkins and asked,whattodo Mr. ; 
Harris told him to go and give himself 
up. He went to town accompanied by ' 
Al Biggs, and surrendered

Where the dead man lay the road runs ' 
very close to the river batik, and his 
head was almost on the brink. He had 
apparently turned back from the direc- | 
tion in which lie was going just before he 
whs shot Hu fell on bis back, and the 
people who came say they did not change 
his position, but covered the body with 
a sheet and a few shading boughs, wait 
ing for the jury of inquest. He was 
dressed in his working clothes, mid had 
no coat or vest on.

The ball entered hie face at tlie base of 
bis nose, about two inches below his right 
eye, and came out in front of his right 
cur, crushing and shuttering tlie upper 
jaw bone, and knocking out several 
teeth. It is thought 'hat the brain was 
not penetrated, ami that the siiock, not 
necessarily fatal stunned him until he 
died from strangulation, the flow of 
blood into his throat being copious. 
Some think that the shut cauie from 
oilier direction, and others are of 
opinion that the hole near his nose 
made bv a splinter of bone and that
ball ranged backward into liis brain 
No thorough post-mortem examination 
was made, und it was difficult to locate 
the course of tho ball on account of the 
shattered condition of the upper jaw.

There being no coroner at present, 
Justice Thompson of this city summoned 
a jury, consisting of J C. Mason, M. D 
Cavanaugh, D. C. Pierce, C. H. Colton 
W. II. Reynolds and Wm. Barker and 
repaired to the place to hold an inquest. 
Dr. I’etre was sworn.in as a scientific “ex­
pert” and A. W. Severance conducted the 
examination of the witnesses. The testi­
mony of lhe family and of those who 
were there first regarding the matter was 
about as herein stated, and a verdict was 
rendered to the effect that the decease}! 
came to his death from a gunshot wound, 
inflicteJ by Ed. Illingswortb. The body 
was removed to the bouse and prepared 
for burial. Atkins has generally borne a 
goodjrepntatlon though he ws* frequently 
mixed np in lawsuits srnl is said bvsome 
to have been quarrelsome, and even 
dangerous. He had lived on the place 
many years ago, but for several years 
lived in Kansas, returning here to reside 
about two years ago. He was aliout 5J 
years of age, and has been married twice, i 
Mrs. Atkins, also, has buen married twice, 
and it is said her first husband was 
murdered, being shot, and killed

Young Illingswortb is about 19 years 
of age, and has always been regarded as 
a good boy, though somewhat given to 
fanciful and imaginative story telling in 
relating his experiences He is unob­
trusive, apparently honest, and appears 
to be absolutely inoffensive, though he 
does not seem very bright mentally. His 
parents lioth died when lie was younganil 
be has no relativesjhere, excepting W. U. 
Illingworth, an uncle, living on Wilaon 
river. The boy talks very freely regard 
ing hisdeed and aays he did it in self 
defence. He says lie started alter his 
clothing Saturday morning and met At­
kins in the road, and asked him if he 
could get his clothing He says Atkins 
refused and told him lie would shod 
him, and nunle a motion as if pulling a
