It is a h id plan to put in 
it lot of garments one on top of the other 
and then when the pile lias reached tho 
top of tile trunk try to till in tln se va­
cant places. Uesid.smu ing thingsup 
yon will loee valuable space by such a 
method. The proper way is to build 
layer on top of layer, making each one 
complete bh you go along. The result 
will bo that yon can get a great deal 
moro in a trunk, and the compactness of 
packing prevents the clothing from get­
ting creased and mu- ■ d. Hi.-.id that 
no woman ever thoroughly mastered tho 
art of trunk packing.

The English rule is to ad­
dress tradcHinen a» "mister” ami <entle- 
inen and professional men as “osqnire.** 
But this rule won’t work fur obvious rea­
sons in Ainorica. Addnsi a lettor to 
“General Smith” or to “Dr. Smith,” but 
never under any circuinstiinces to “Mrs. 
General Smith”or “Mi <. Dr. Smith.” If 
such an identification bo < . ential ton 
correct delivery, ii e an extra line and 
addretu* to “Mrs. Smith, in the care of 
General Smith.” If the letter be to a 
widow and her identity boob.cure with­
out the title of her liimbaml, then the 
obsolete form mi*;ht be used of “Mrs. 
Mar)' Smith, widow of General John 
Smith.” But such is not an imaginable 
case. There is no un of putting * for” 
or “to” before the name of a ptsoii ad­
dressed. In nddrt ■••ing a note to un­
married stater» the graiiiinnti< d rule is 
towrite, when the given nines an» not 
jiK'ntioned, “The Mtai Smith»,” and 
when tho nnims ire mentioned “The 
Misses Mary a. I Sarah Smith.” But 
•‘The Misses Smith” has 1 ■»•< n adopted by 
general consent and will do. To a man 
to whom the titl< of honorable indue the 
article shonl I bo u < <1 aud ho should be 
nddivNMcd a» “The Hon. John Smith.” 
But no man in Aim ii<*a < xcept the lieu­
tenant govern«t of Ma .;« hu ■ tt- is en­
titled by law to such a mark of distinc­
tion. Weae<’<»t«l it. how« ver, very liber­
ally, and maybe wo are right. “His 
Excellency” is only given by law to the 
governor < f Ma-nchnsi ttn. The proi- 
dent of the Vnitrd States should l>e ad­
dressed in so ninny words, and the begin­
ning of a letter to him should be simply 
“Mr. President," or "To the l’rennleiitof 
tho United States, Sir.”
