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San Francisco is a big city
it has been heretofore fully describ­
ed in a letter written by Dan Bow­
ers. There are many line build­
ings going up or being contem­
plated, and there is a great deal of 
commerce, yet everybody com­
plains that business has decreased 
and is very dull. There are many 
vacant business houses and thous­
ands of men are seeking employ­
ment.

I noticed over two hundred men 
standing in line one morning at 
one id the free employment 
cies. There are several such 
cies, mid tiie men go there 
day, awaiting their turns to
there is some kind of work offered 
by Homebody.

These men do not appear by any 
mean to Im drunken “bums” or 
ragged tramps. Such men are not 
seeking employment. The men I 
saw were generally neatly dressed, 
clean, mid intelligent looking, but 
their faded garments ami anxious 
faces depicted despair. Hunger 
and discouragement was their lot, 
as could be seen by their counten­
ances. They were all willing to 
do any kind of work, though many 
of them had trades or professions 
by which they Imd earned their 
living by more genteel methods in 
times past. Many of them were 
young men who Imd been lured to 
the west by reports of good times 
and prosperity on tlm coast. Many 
were men of family who were en­
deavoring to earn a few dollars so 
they could carry home some pro­
visions to their wivesand children. 
There were a few hard faces that 
showed dissipation, knavery, or 
general wortlilessness, hut a more 
honest, well meaning body of 
would bo hard to select 
community.

Many workingmen have 
Nan Francisco expecting
work on the new San Joaquin val­
ley railroad, hut there are more 
men now than necessary to build 
the road, mid those who do get 
work on tlm road lire mostly em­
ployed by agencies that charge a 
fee, which is afterward deducted 
from the wages by Hie contractor 
who stands in nilh the agency. It 
might bo well to mention in this 
i*onnee»ion that the building of 
this road will add greatly to the 
prosperity of Nau Francisco.

I'ht> city has some tine parks, 
public buildings, and other curios­
ities and sights worth seeing, but 
as my time in the place was limit 
eil, and ns these tilings have been 
often described in the newspapers, 
I will refrain from any description 
in this line,

San Jose and the Santa Clara 
valley country is prosperous, and 
depends 011 fruit, wines, and bay 
lor its revenue. There seems Io lie 
more prosperity there than in 
El iseo, mill while there are fine 
improvements, productive orchards 
mid men of energy to cultivate the 
country, there is not that show of 
plenty and good times that there is 
in Oregon. Tillanusik is a better 
place for a mini of small means. 
Not so much danger of stalling in 
Tillamook county us Sauta Clara 
county, even if the latter named 
section has line fruit orchards, 
wineries and beautiful towns.

In summing up my trip, I 
mostly impressed by the vacant 
houses in Smi Francisco mid Port­
land. the hundreds of hungry men 
seeking work, mid theslendy thrift 
shown in Sanin Clara county, Cal­
ifornia, and especially at Sun Hose. 
The county roads there are not 
only well graded and graveled, 
but limy are sprinkled at the ex­
pense of the comity, dust being 
practically unknown. There the 
roads arc swarmed at all times 

j with thousands of bicyclers, mid 
it seems that everybody who can 
purchase n wheel, old and young, 
male an female, high ami low, 
awkward or athletic are on wheels. 
Besides, Sail Francisco cyclers 
make the line mails of Santa Clara 
county a favorite 
vise, and all sorts 
lions are arranged 
for the hike riders,
common for the ladies, and 
no attention anywhere, 
made and worn properly they 
surely quite becoming,
great freedom of action to those 
who seek out door pleasure on 
wheels.

The livery stable 
men there are suffering most from 
the bicycle craze, mill as a result 
line livery rigs can be secured at 
very low rates, many livery men 
being forced out ofbusines.
