Campaign Lies Resurrected.

One wonbl have Riipposed that the 
utter demolition which the p(»|>ocratic 
lies of the hint campaign suffered at the 
bande of republican orators and news­
paper« would have prevented their being 
resurrected in the future, but such is not 
tbe case, al least in Ohio, where tlieY 
have been resurrrected bodily and pro­
claimed as stRrtling political discoveries. 
Here are a few samples.

“We declare that the act of 1873, demonetiz­
ing silver without the knowlege andappoval of 
tiie American people," etc.

The act of 1873 did not demonetize sil­
ver, as is claimed by this sentence of the 
platform. The act itself says in specific 
terms that “this act shall ¿mt be con­
strued to affect any act done, l ight acetir- 
cd or penalty incurred under fornici acts, 
but every such right is hereby saved,” 
thus dearly stating that it did not de­
monetize any of the coins authorized 
prior to that date, while every one of the 
four hundred mid fifty million standard 
silver dollars coined since the passage of 
that act is and has constantly been a full 
legal tender, and none of llit-111 is or has 
been demolivi ized.

'I’he act o* 1873 was not pissed “with­
out the knowledge and approval of the 
.American people” as the platform assei ti. 
Il was submitted to Congress in April, 
1870, printed thirteen times, discussed 
at intervals until January 1, 1873 ''nearly 
three years), the debates and discussions 
filling 144 pages of the Congressional 
Record, which was published daily dur­
ing the sessions in which it was discuss­
ed.
