Einope is a skilled workman. They are 
exploited by our corporations in gangs 
at low wages ii|um all kinds of work re- 
ouir ng muscle rather than skill, and 
they are not always treated with ordinary 
lnallce by contractor, —From "The 
I’logre-s of the world,” in American
