Its magnificent forests of spince, fir, larch, 
cedar atid hemlock have been scarcely touched 
by the woodman’s axe, and, aside from the 
comparatively small amount of lumber shipped 
by the Nehalem mills and the Truckee J.timbei 
company at Hobsonville, only enough lumber 
lias been sawed for home consumpti'-ii.
