Brief Description of ItsClimate 

Resources etc.
Tillamook County is at the same time one of 

the least known and one of the best of all the 
comparatively new counties of the great State 
of Oregon. Situated in the Northwestern part 
of the State and washed by the waters of the 
Pacific, tempered by the Japan current, its cli­
mate is exceptionally mild and pleasant. The 
heat of summer is tempered by the cool ocean 
breeze, and the rains of winter are so warm 
as to cause little discomfort; and, on the other 
hand, they promote the growth of grass and 
grains, and Insure plenty of feed for stock the 
year round with but little need of any additional 
leed.

with sufficient means *0 buy a small ranch and 
stock can do well here A single man with #500 
or a married man of family with $looo can do 
well. There Is an excellent opportunity here 
for the investment of capital for any one wish­
ing a reasonable interest or who will be satisfied 
with fair increase in value.

A COMPLETE N EW STOCK

PRODUCTIVENESS
The soil of Tillamook is unequalled for rich­

ness and depth. The prairies are of compara­
tively small area, but are excellent for grass, 
The rich bottem lands are however far richer 
and will produce any kind of crop desired, but 
are especially adapted to root crops. Potatoes 
beets, carrots, etc. yield enormous crops, while 
oats, clover, timothy and all kinds of grasses 
produce astouishing results. Wheat aud corn 
can be grown profitably, but the land is far 
more valuable for other purposes. The whole 
country is abundantly watered by rains and 
clear, never failing mountain streams, and ar­
tificial irrigation is unnecessary and unknown. 

HEX LT FULNESS.
Owing to the above r.atued conditions Tilla­

mook County is one of the most healthf.il 
places on earth. Malaria is unknown and Dip- 
tlieria, Typhoid fever aud kiqdred diseases never 
occur where even the most ordinary care is 
taken to establish good sewage. Pneumonia 
is exceedingly rare and consumption, except in 
some cases that are brought here, is almost un­
known.

RESOURCES.

The resources ofTilamook county are num­
erous but consist mainly, in dairying and fish­
ing. Its magnificent forests of spruce, fir, larch, 
cedar and hemlock have been scarcely touched 
by the woodman’s axe, and, aside from the 
comparatively small amount of lumber shipped 
by the Nehalem mills and the Truckee Lumber 
company at Hobsonville, only enough lumber 
has been sawed for home consumption. Re­
cently, additional mills have been established 
in the county, and now Nehalem, Hobsonville 
Netarts and Tillamook all have mills that are 
engaged in shipping lumber to San Francisco, 
It is estimated that last years out put was as 
much as 20,000,000 feet. The Nehalem River 
and Tillamook Bay are excellent harbors and 
there is a splendid opening for new mills at 
both points.

DAIRYING.

For this industry Tillamook County is doubt­
less the best section of country in the United 
States. Wherever the land is cleared it is at 
once covered with luxuriant natural grasses 
that are literally green and nutritious the year 
round, and cattle require comparatively but 
little feed in winter, there being no snow and 
the grass continuing its growth. Owing to 
the excellence of the feed and the skill employed 
by our dairymen, Tillamook butter has become 
fameus all over the coast and demands the 
highest price in the markets. It is estimated 
that the dairy product of this county amounted 
last year to 1000 tons, valued at $500,000. There 
are ten creameries in the county, and the dairy­
man can either sell his milk to the creameries 
or make it into butter and cheese. Tillamook 
cheese has a reputation equal to Tillamook 
ut er, and the demand is always in excess 
of the supply. Good land suitable for dairying 
and within easy reach of creameries can be pur­
chased nt reasonable figures ranging at, from 
$10 to $75 per acre.

FISHING.

Fishing is carried on extensively and there 
are large canneries located at different points 
in the county. Nehalem has two, Tillamook has 
one , Woods and the Hiletx River have.'me can­
nery each. Besides the product of the canneries 
large quantities of fish are shipped fresh and 
sailed. The entire product for the last year is 
estimated as follows:
Canned Salmon 75.000 cases value $225.000 
Fresh Salmon 100 tons ” $6,000
Salt Salmon loo tons ” $8,000

The only variety of fish thus far shipped out 
of the county are salmon aud steel head trout 
The almost inexhaustable banks of halibut, 
rock cod and other deep sea fishes, knowu to 
exist, remain uutouched,

OTHER INDUSTRIES.
Aside from these principal industries there 

are others that will in time develop into consid­
erable importance. Fruits, especially apples 

pears, plums, prunes and all the varieties of 
berries, especially the latter, grow in the great­
est abundance and with proper cultivation 
bring a never failing crop,

Cranberry culture in certain sections of the 
ounty has been commenced on a large scale 

and bids fair to yield handsome returns. The 
Tillamook cranberry is pronounced by connois­
seurs the best berry grown on the coast. Native 
jerries such as huckleberries, blackberries . 
and sallalberries grow in great abundance

One of the new industries of this county that i 
promises to develop into la’ge proportions is , 
the keeping of bees. The myriads of wild flow­
ers that grow here furnish rich foraging ground I 
or bees and the honey <s noted for being of un­
usually fine flavor and clearness. As 11 land 
literally flowing with milk and honey. Tilla­
mook comes nearer filling the bill than any 
other weknow of on earth.

On the Nehalem river large beds of coal are 
known to exist and the in near future coal min­
ing will be added to the other profitable inter 
ests of the county.

POPULATION.

The population of Tillamook County is most­
ly a rural population. It is estimated that it 
amounts to about Five Thousand, of Inch 
about two thirds is in the rural districts.

Towns.—Tillamook City, the county scat, 
a population of about 1000. It has all he,, 
ness houses usual to a town of its z moi 
of which carry large stocks of goods The usual 
shops, two good hotels and two newspapers. 
The town has a fine system of waterworks and 
au electric light plant. It hns four churches, 
a fine graded school and an excellent Academy 
conducted by the Catholic Sisters of the order 
of St. Cecilia and capable of imparting a 
fiutohe.1 education. There 1» also a good private 
school. Nehalem, Bay City, Beavar and Woods 
are all flourishing villages,

TRANSPORTATION AND ROADS.
The public roads of Tillamook are said lo be 

the best of any in the entire state. They were 
built at grist expense and are being pushed 
forward as rapi lly as needed.

Most cf -Ne nhippiug of agricultural and 
dairy product* is done by boat via Astona to 
Portland. Lumlier *s shipped mainly to San 
Francisco. Boat* have not run very regularly 
In the past but arrangements will «non be made 
fora first class service equal to all demand* - 
two stage linos carry passenger*, the Forest , 
Grove snd North Yamhill line.

Notice to Taxpayers.

The law require« each male between 
the ages of 21 ami 50 years living within 
the county shall pay a poll lax of one 
dollar ($1.) at (lie time of assessment, 
and if not so paid, to be reported to the 
Sheriff of the County, with lidded costs, 
for collection at once. The law allows no 
exemption for poll tax, except to active 
members of the Oregon National Guard. 
And all active firemen who have been 
members of any company, for one year 
next preceding’the time of assessment, 
and exempt firemen. That they may be 
no cause for complaint, I ask that each 
person liable to ¡»oil tax be prepared to 
pay the same to the assessor, or hi« dep­
uty, at the lime of making the assess­
ment. I ask the aid <>f every person in 
the county, that the law may be strictly 
complied with . Persons exempt will be 
required to show their certificate of ex­
emption.
