Bi ief Descript onof ItsClimate 
Resources etc.

I Tillancook County is at the same time one of 
I the least known and one of the best of all the 
■ comparatively new counties of the great Stale 
I of Oregow. Situated in the Northwestern part 
loftlie State and jvashed by the waters of the 
' pacific, tempered by the Japan cm rent, its cli­

mate is exceptionally mild and pleasant. The 
heat of summer is tempered by the cool ocean 
bieeze, aud the rains of winter are so warm 
a* to cause litfle discomfort; and, on the other 
hand, they promote the growth of grass and 
grains, and insure pleuty of feed for stock the 
year round with but little ueed of any additional 
teed.

PRODUCTIVENESS
The soil of Tillamook is unequalled for rich 

ness and depth. The p rallies are of compara­
tively small area, but are excellent for grass, 
Th rich botu "i lauds are however far richer 
hii will pioduceany kind of crop desired, but 
n o especially adapted to root crops. Potatoes 
1 - cariota, etc. yield enormous crops, while

t- clover, timothy and all kinds of grasses 
p. met a vanishing results. Wheat aud corn 
can be grown profitably, but the land is far 
more valuable for other pur)>oses. The whole 
country ’a abundantly watered by rains and 
clear uevei failing mountain streams, and ar­
tificial inigati. 1 is unnecessary and unknown. 

hlaltfulness.
Owing to the above named conditions Tilla­

mook County is one of the most healthful 
places on earth. Malaria is unknown and Dip- 
theiia, Typhoid fever and kindred diseases uever 
occur where even the most ordinary care is 
taken to establish good sewage. Pneumonia 
is exceedingly rare and consumption, except in 
some cases that are brought here, is almost un­
known.

RESOURCES.
The lesoiirees ofTilamook county are num* I 

erouN but consist mainly, in dairyiug and fish : 
iug. Its iuaguificvnt forests of spntce, fir, larch, 
cedai and hemlock have been scarcely touched j 
by the woodman’s axe, and, aside from the I 
comparatively small amount of lumber shipped j 
by the Nehalem mills and the Truckee Lumber 1 
eompain at Hobxuiville, only enough lunilter ! 
lias been sawed for home consumption. Re-t 
cently, addition#rirtliii have ;been established t 
in the county, and no.wtNebalein. Hobsonville | 
Netarts and Tillamook all have mills that are 
engaged In shipping lumber to San Francisco, ■ 
It is estimated that last years out put waft »is 1 
much as 20,000,000 feet. The Nehalem River j 
and Tillamook Bay aie excellent harbors and 
there is a splendid opening for new'mills ut 
both points.

For this industry Tillamook County is doubt­
less the best section of country in the United 
States. Wherever the land is cleared it is at 
ouce covered with luxuriant natural grasses 
that are literally green and nutritious the «ear 
round, and cattle require comparatively but 
little feed in winter, there being no snow and 
the grass continuing its growth. Owing to 
the excellence of the f«*edand the skill employed 
by our dairymen, Tillamook butter has become 
fameus all over the coast and demands the 
highest price in the maiketa. It is estimated 
that the dairy product of 1 his*county amounted 
last year to 1000 tons, valued*«! 1500,00a. There 
are ten creameries in tlu‘ county, and the daii y- 
man can either sell •hi- ifhlk to the creameries 
or make it into butter ami cheese. Tillamook 
cheese has a reputation equal to Tillamook 
ut er, and the demand is always in excess 
of the supply. Good land suitable for dairying 
aud within easy reach of creameries can l>e pur­
chased nt reasonable figures ranging at, from 
$10 to $75 per acre.

Notice to Taxpayers

The law requires each male between 
1 the ages of 21 ami 50 years living within 
t)»e county shall pay a poll tax of one 

1 dollar (|1.) at the time of assessment, 
and if not so paid, to I>h reported to the 
Sheriff of lhe County, with added costs, 
for collection at mice. The la w allow« no 
exemption for poll Ihx, except to active 
members of the Oregon National Guard. 
And all active fiiemeu who have been 
members rtf anv company, for one year 
next preceding lhe time of aSHessnient, 
and exempt firemen. That they may la* 
no cause for complaint, 1 ask that each 
person liable to poll tax be prepared to 
pay lhe same to the assessor, or Ilia dep­
ute, at the time of making the assess­
ment. I ask the aid of every person in 
the county, that the law may he strictly 
complied with . Persons exempt will be 
required to show I heir Ctrl i firn te of ex­
empt ion.
