The annexation of Hawaii marks 
a nt w era in the political and in­
dustrial progress of this country 
It is a sure evidence that the 
country has at last awakened to a 
sense of its own greatness and to 
the fact that the hide-bound policy 
which has so long hindered our 
progress, must he laid aside for a 
policy commensurate with our pre­
sent and future needs.
