A fine illustration of the folly of form- 
l ing theories before collating fact is 
given in an address just delivered by 
John Morley, the well-known British 
statesman, in which he deplored the pres­
ent tendency to expansion which is seen 
in the policy of England and the I nined 
States, says the Globe Democrat. Speak­

ing for England he said that “the pre­
vailing spirit of imperialism must inevit- 

' ably bring militarism, a gigantic and 
' daily growing expenditure, increased 
1 power to aristocrats and privileged 
i classes, and war.” Mr. Mor’.ev is one of 
' the best informed on matters of history 
of all the statesmen now at the front in 

' England. He is a typical scholar in 
! politics. Moreover, he has been in public 
' for about a quarter of a century, and 
. has thus had an incentive to study public 
! questions on their practical side. He is 
1 a radical, too, and must be supposed on 
1 that account to be familiar with the dif­
ferences in the political conditions in 
England between the present time and 

I the recent and the remote past. He has 
1 overlooked those differences in this ex­
igency, however, for the history of his 
country in the past three-quarters of a 

1 century proves that there is no such re­
lation between imperialism and preroga­
tive as that which he tells.

What Mr. Morley calls imperialism has 
found its most conspicuous assertion as 
a settled policy in England within the 

i past sixty or seventy years, and yet no 
country in the world has made such ad­
vances in liberalism as England has in 
that time. When England in 1783 lost 
all her American colonies except Canada 
the world for a time supposed that her 
power was ended, and that the fate of 
Athens, Rome, Venice and other states 
which has once been great, but which 
had vanished from the map of the world, 
would soon be hers. But in the wars 
with Bonaparte short’y afterwards she 
revealed a power and a persistency 
which she had not shown before, and im­
mediately afterward she began a career 
of expansion which has no parallel in his­
tory. With this territorial expansion an 
expansion in the rights and privileges of 
her people have gone hand in hand. The 
franchise act of 1832 added 500,000 vot. 
ers to the British electorate. The act of 
1867 increased the list by about 1,100,- 
000. The act of1884 added more than 
2,000,000 to the roll. Shortly before 
Mr. Morley was born, or before 1832, 
only 400,000 persons were permitted to 
vote for members of the House of Com­
mons. The number which voted in the 
last general election was about 6,000,- 
000. Previous to 1832 only one in fifty 
of the inhabitants in the United King­
dom were electors. One in six have the 
status to-day.

The period of England’s greatest ex­
pansion, that is to say, is coincident with 
an extension of popular rights and a dif­
fusion of liberty in that country such as 
the world never saw in any great nation 
before, for the basis of the franchise in 
the United States, notwithstanding the 
states at the outset, was broad from the 
beginning. England, during the period in 
which she has extended her rule over 
Asia, Africa and the islands of the sea, 
has progressed nearer to democracy than 
any other great nation of ancient or 
modern times except the United States. 
Lord Derby a little over 40 years ago ad­
vocated the raising of a “barrier against 
the current of that continually increasing 
and encroaching democratic influence in 
this nation which is bent on throwing the 
whole power and authority ofthe govern­
ment nominally into the hands of the 
masses, but practially and really into 
those of demagogues and republicans.’’ 
The “democratic influence’’ which the 
great Tory chieftain deplored has come 
in England, and Derby himself was oblig­
ed to help to extend it by the franchise 
bill which he and Disraeli were force to 
put through Parliament a few years 
after he made this outburst—the franch­
ise act of 1867. The peril which Eng­
land’s Radical leader imagines he sees in 
imperialism does not exist. Nowhere in 
the world's history has the power ofthe 
“aristocrats and privileged classes’’ di­
minished in such a degree as it has in Eng­
land in the period in which its expansion 
in territorial area and political prestige 
has been greatest.

Will the treaty of peace l>e ratified ? 
The senate is to decide this momentous 
question on Monday. It should lie rati- 

. tied without any hesitancy whatever.

They 
left the ranch about 4 o'clock and had en 
tered the main channel of the bay, when 
their boat was struck by a sudden squall 
and capsized. How long Baer and Light 
kept above the water will never be 
known, but as Junna rose to the surface 
he found himself against the upturned 
boat. He grabbed it and climbed on 
top. Chilled to the bone, he crouched on 
the drifting boat ami there bt came un- 
concious.

About 7 o’clock, two hours after the 
accident, as Charles Eklund, the draw- 
tender at the Y’ourg s bay railway bridge, 
was going to meet the inorning train, he 
saw a boat coming down the bay, with 
a man clinging to it. Fortunately, the 
craft drifted close to the pier, and Eck- 
lund was able to secure its passenger. Ac­
tive rubbing soon brought Junna back to 
consciousness, and he then told of 
loss of his two companions.

August Baer, one of the men who was 
drowned, w as a native of Coos bay. and 
son of John Baer, who was considered 
one of the wealtiest residents of that 
section. He had left home owing to some 
family diffeiences. Henry Light was a 
Finn, and was known to be a hard work­
ing young man. Both were unmarried, 
and were about 25 years old. The bodies 
have been recovered.

Young’s bill to prohibit the opening or 
laying out of county roadson any greater 
grade than 7 per cent is considered a 
most meritorious measure. Exceptions 
are made of roads in mountainous coun­
try, where easy grades are impossible, the 
only object of the bill being to obtain 
good grades where they are feasible. The 
bill also provides for the letting of coun­
ty road or bridge work by contract, when 
ever the cost exceeds $50. The contract 
is to be in writing, and let to the lowest 
responsible bidder.

The postage rate on letters from here 
to Manila, via Hong Kong, is 5cents. If 
one cannot afford this small outlay on cor­
respondence for United States sailor or 
soldier at Manila.it can be forwarded for 
2 cents on a transport or any other govern­
ment vessel, if so designated on the enve.
