1. How many miles of graveled roads 
has your county ?

2. What is the cost per mile of gravel- 
ing?

3. Does your county intend to substi- I 
tute plank for gravel; or

4. Is your new portable saw mill to be 
used for cutting planks for entirely new 
roads ?

5. Bv whom is the saw mill to be oper­
ated ?

6. What is the estimated, or actual, 
expense of planking |>er mile by use of 
portable saw mill ?

Answers to this will be a valued favor to 
Clatsop county and to our association.

1. Tillamook county has probably from 
35 to 40 miles of graveled road.

2. About $3 |>er rod.
3. No ; but will use gravel when it can 

be obtained on roads which do not wash 
out and become a bog of mire in the wet 
season. Where the roads are in that con­
dition gravel will lx- discarded.

4. No ; but will be used first planking 
the main roads.

5. By the county.
6. A little over $400. The mill turns 

out 10,000 feet |>er day, and with a crew
, of 17 men for all purposesand three teams, 
| two for logging and one for hauling, that 
I amount of plank is put down each day.
The plank is 3in. by «ft., but double that 
length at convenient places for turn outs. 
Fifteen men are paid $1.25 per day with ! 
board, one at $2.50, one at $2, and three , 
teams at $1.50 per day, making a total 
of $27.75 |>er day for labor. Added to 
this is $.r> |»er day for provisions for the

• camp, the cook being included in the num­
ber of hands employed. It takes about 
126,000 feet of lumlier to plank a mile of 
road and about twelve to thirteen days 
to lav it, and the estimate cost |>er thou­
sand feet to the county thus far is $3.20. 
This does not take into consideration the 
cost of the saw mill, which was alxuit 
$1,300 or the logs, which are donated by 
ihe parties owning land where the plank 
road is lieing laid. In addition to this 
the business men of Tillamook city and 
others subscribed over $500 in money 
and work provided the county purchased 
a saw mill to l>e used in planking 
roads of Tillamook county.

New York, May 23.—A special to the 
Tribune from Washington says; The war 
department has received from the Philip­
pines the official record of a remarkable 
court-martial ot an officer, who has es­
caped conviction on a charge of a grave 
character in a manner altogether inex­
plicable to the military legal authorities 
here.

It appears from the order approving 
the proceedings, which did not, there­
fore, require action in Washington, that 
Captain Jones B. Jeffrey, assistant quar­
termaster of volunteers, was tried at 
Manila for “quitting his post to pillage 
and plunder, in violation of the 42nd 
article of war,” and for conduct unbe­
coming an officer and a gentleman.
