The South African Campaign.

It is difficult to determine from the 
dispatches just what the situation is in 
South Africa, so conflicting and con­
tusing are the reports. The reports 
from British sources indicate that the 
Boers have been making little progress 
and that their campaign has not been 
marked by notably brilliant strategy, 
hut it is quite possible that the plans 
of the Boer commanders have not yet 
been fully developed. It is certainly 
a fact that a good deal of aggressive 
work has been done by them and that 
this has been met by the British with a 
vigor, courage ami fortitude worthy of | 
all admiration. The latest engagement 
is described as one of the most san ] 
gu narv of modern times, both sides 
►nowing the most stubborn bravery. [ 
While the British are reported to have 
had the best of it, in reality it appears 
to have been a drawn battle.

It would seem that the Boers have 
not fully improved their advantages, 
but it is too early in the compaign to 
determine this. There are able men i 
in command of the Transvaal forces 
and it is sale to assume that they are 
not losing any opportunity to advance 
their cause. The failure to accomplish 
all that they have attempted is not due 
to any want of activity or aggressive-. 
ncss, nor perhaps to any tactical mis of consistency on their side.

The most opti­
mistic of Englishmen must have become 
convinced that the war will be a pro 
tracied and bloody struggle—a struggle, 
as was said by President Kruger, that 
will “stagger humanity’’—before the 
might of the vast British empire can 
crush the stubborn resistance of the 
Boers. Before the center of Dutch 
po*ver can be reached the British army 
will have to open and hold lines of com­
munication not less than 250 miles long, 
through hostile country, much of which 
is very difficult territory for an army to 
move in. British military resources 
must be still further largely drawn on 
before the South African war is ended.
