The constantly advancing prices of 
beef have caused the query to lie made,

gives the following in a nutshell as to 
why lieef prices are advancing and his 
reasons seem to be sound. “ Plainly 
stated, the fact is the meat-producing in- | 
dustry ofthe Uuited States is constantly 
declining, while the meat-consuming 
capacity of the nation and the foreign 
demand are rapidly expanding if we 
say that we have now 20,000,000 more 
meat eaters than we had ten or twelve 
years ugo and more than 11,000,000 
beef cattle less, the force of this state­
ment can readily be appreciated by the 
intelligent student of economic condi- 
tions. Not only in beef is 
mendous shrink ige apparent. 
14,000,000 less hogs than in 
11,000,000 less sheep than in 
greatest sheep year in our history, 
have 2,000,00'; less sheep than in 1869, 
thirty years ugo, when our population 
was only 40 per cent of what it is today. 
In other words, we are consuming and 
selling meat faster than we are producing I 
it and the result is that, responding to 
extraordinary high prices, breeders are | 
selling not only the yearly increase of 
their herds and flocks, hut depleting their 
breeding stock as well.”

Roberta Losses Five Companies 
of Infantry.

i London, April 6.—Lord Rolierts re. 
• ports that five companies of British 
■ troops have been captured by Boers near 

Bethanie. The following is the text of 
> his dispatch to the War Ofliee, announc­

ing the capture:
“Bloemfontein, April 5.—Another un- 

forunate occurrence has occurred, result- 
I ing, I fear, in the capture of a party of 

infantry, consisting of three companies 
of the Royal Irish Fusiliers and two 
companies of the Ninth Regiment of 
Mounted Infantry, near Reddersburg, a 
little eastward of the Bethanie Railway 
station, whihin a few* miles of this place. 
They were surrounded by a strong force 
of the enemy, with four or five guns.

“The detachment held out from noon 
of April 3 until April 4, at 9 a.m., and 
then apparently surrendered, for it is re­
ported that the firing ceased at that 
time Immediately after I heard the 
news, during the afternoon of April 3, I 
ordered Gatacre to proceed from Spring- 
fontein, his present headquarters, to Red­
dersburg with all possible speed, and I 

! dispatched the Cameron Highlanders 
hench to Bethanie. He arrived at Red­
dersburg at 10:30 a.m., without opposi­
tion, but could get no news of the 
missing detachment. There can be no 
doubt that th: whole party has been 
made prisoners.”

The lost companies are probably a 
part of the force guarding the railroad at 
Bethanie, 30 miles south of Bloemfon­
tein. The Boers are evidently operating 
in force near the railroad, and there is a 
possibility of the lines lieing interrupted 
for a brief period at any time. As the 
captured British soldiers w*ere in a posi­
tion to defend themselves for nearly 24 
hours and were then forced to surrender, 
the fighting must have been severe.

The Boers were in force yesterday 
five miles from Jagersfontein, situated 60 
miles up from Bloemfontein. They had 
a brush with British patrols. Advices 
from New Springfontein, dated 6 p.m., 
April 5. announce that Boers have been 
sighted west of the railroad.

As the late Joubert's 
Chief of Staff, his brain devised the Boer 
defenses against Buller's advance to the 
relief of Ladysmith. He was the most 
notable of the foieign soldiers serving the 
Boers.
