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EDITORIAL COMMENT.
* * * *

Political prejudices previous to an election invariably bord­
ers on the absurdity, especially with political writers and speakers, 
so much so that it appears ridiculous in the eyes of the thoughtful, 
conservative person. For instance, we hear republicans call demo­
crats, “repudiators,” “socialists,” “anarchists,” “traitors,” etc., 
while the Oregonian last week called them “lunatics,” for this is 
what it said : “When the unlimited coinage of silver at lóto 1 
was proposed as the great cure-all for human ills, it was promptly 
designated as the ‘silver craze.’ The fact that so many otherwise 
intelligent men remain blind to reason and common sense on this 
subject ought to be proof of the fact that the word ‘craze’ was 
rightly applied, and that, as far as the silver question is concern­
ed, the advocates of free coinage at 16 to 1 are as crazy as many 
of the inmates of our asylums, who appear to be perfectly sane 
until they begin to talk upon their hobbies.” If this is true, then 
Harvey Scott could apply exactly the same language to the protec­
tive policy of the republican party, and argue that the whole coun­
try was insane on two political issues. However much the Head­
light may differ with its political opponents, we would not feel 
justified in calling them “lunatics,” “anarchists,” etc., for there 
are no arguments in such epithets as these. It is no uncommon 
thing to read ably written magazine and newspaper articles show­
ing how far advanced the American citizens are in intelligence, 
education, refinement and industrial ability above most of the 
European countries, and this being a fact, we cannot bring our 
mind to believe that half the citizens of the United States are 
“lunatics,” “traitors,” “anarchists” and “socialists” on one poli­
tical issue, and the other half the same way on another political 
issue. If this is the case it is a serious state of affairs, for we con­
vict ourselves as being a nation of “lunatics” and the United 
States an asylum for crazy people. But, happily, politicians are 
talking for political effect, and in doing so take an unusual amount 
of latitude and license to score their opponents, which amounts to 
nothing when analyzed.

One of the demagogic deliverances of Bryan, which he is re­

peating on every possible occasion, is his assertion that the United 
States has not a good title to the Philippines. In throwing a 
cloud upon our title to the islands Mr. Bryan, whether wittingly 
or not, casts discredit upon himself. He admits that he exerted 
all his personal influence for the ratification of the peace treaty, 
under whose provisions Spain was to receive $20,000,000 in con­
sideration of the transfer of its claim over the islands to the United 
States. If Spain could not give us a good title Mr. Bryan puts 
himself in the position of forcing the United States to pay $20,- 
000,000 for a worthless deed. Mr. Bryan knew at the time and 
knows now that the only title to the Philippines was vested in 
Spain and that Spain had a perfect right, under the usages and 
precedents of international law, to transfer its title to another 
nation, either fora cash consideration or out of pure friendship, as 
it might see fit. At has been pointed out by President McKinley 
in his letter of acceptance, our title to the Philippines has not only 
been unquestioned by any other country, but our undisputed sov­
ereignty over the Philippines, so far as foreign nations are con­
cerned, has been officially recognized. Our title to the Philippines 
is precisely the same, in ultimate basis, as our title to Porto Rico, 
Alaska, California, Florida and the Louisiana purchase. It is the 
title given by treaty between independent nationsand will stand 
any test that may be applied. In reiterating his declaration that 
the United States has no rightful jurisdiction over the Philippines, 
Mr. Bryan not only stultifies himself, but impugns the intelli­
gence of the American people, because if our title to those islands 
were not good our title to a large part of the territory admitted as 
states into the union would be equally invalid.

The city of Portland is getting into bad repute in foreign 

countries on account of the trouble captains have with their crews 
being inticed to desert by the sailor boarding house keepers. It 
may not be generally understood, but indirectly the wheat raisers 
have to pay the fiddler, for as soon as it is known in the shipping 
world that certain ports “fleece” the ships, there is a disposition 
to go elsewhere for cargoes, consequently ships become scarce and 
freights soar high, and as an instance of this a ship was chartered 
in Portland to carry wheat at the enormous rate of 52s. 8d. per ton. 
The wheat buyers dot up all these extra charges against Portland 
when they buy wheat, therefore, it is plain to see who are the 
sufferers. Take the shipping away from Portland and it would be 
an exceedingly unimportant city. Instead of placing obstacles in 
the way of shipping, Portland should induce them to come there, 
even if it paid for pilotage, towage, wharfage and with an assur­
ance that crews should not be molested, for these are small items 
when the reputation of a port like Portland is at stake. It may 
presently dawn upon Portland that the city will have to show a 
more liberal spirit with shipping, for the prevailing idea with so 
many people in that city is to “fleece the foreigners” all they can, 
who foolishly argue that the ship owners, and not the wheat rais­
ers, l.a.e to pay for it. Look at it in whatever light one may, the 
sailor b >arding house racket is a disgrace to Portland, a detriment 
to the shipping of that city and a serious obstacle in the way of 
farmers receiving fair compensation for their wheat who ship it 
to Portland.

Now that the war in South Africa is substantially over, we 

are being told that it will be many years before there can be any 
real | e ice and good feeling between the Dutch inhabitants and 
the govern.ng British. This is the opinion of those who sympa­
thised with the Boers, not so, however, with those who are fami­
liar with England's liberal colonial policy. England has probably 
nearly 20,000 Boer prisoners, and before these are released perfect 
order will have to exist, which will soon be brought about by 
a lopting ripid measures. Nor do we think that a guerrilla war j 
will take place, as so many predicted, for President Kruger lias 
skipped the country, taking with him all the treasure he could lay 
hands, which is not very satisfactory to the burghers who have 
done the fighting. South Africa will soon be peaceful, which will 
be brought about by the introduction of far more liberal laws than ' 
formerly existed in the Orange Free State and the Transvaal, and 
the Boers seeing the unboasting magnanimity of the Anglo-Saxon, 
will readily acquiese in the new state of affairs.

* * *
We are in favor of expansion and hope the republican party 

will nail its colors to the mast on this issue. We are well aware of 
the fact that it is a costly experiment, both in lives and treasure, 
when annexing land away from our own shores, and more especial­
ly so in a tropical country. The large list of deaths coming from 
the Philippines daily, caused by disease, is no doubt appaling, but 
it is the experience ofall nations which have undertaken to con-J 
quor and civilize heathen tribes. Only last week a transport which 1 
arrived at San Francisco with invalids soldiers from Manila, re- ' 
ported 14 deaths on the voyage home. But as soon as tropical 
countries come under modern sanitary methods disease is less pre- ' 
valent, so it will be in the Philippine islands, for in a few years 
under American control these islands will become valuable and ’ 
healthy places to reside, when civilization will blessed the day 1
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when the Stars and Stripes were raised there. But, as we have 
stated, there will be a large sacrifice of human life caused by dis­
ease for several years to come.

* * *
Whenever there is a strike the newspapers convey the im­

pression that foreigners are responsible for it. This is altogether 
incorrect, for it is the foreigners brought to this country by the 
big manufacturing companies who are a menace to American work­
ingmen receiving fair compensation for their labor. Besides, 
these foreigners are brought into the country for the purpose of 
breaking up labor organizations, and if ever this can be accom­
plished, then the wages of working men will be scaled down to a 
pittance.

A federation’ of churches in Pittsburg 
and vicinity has taken up the subject of I 
funeral reform and makes a number of 
valuable recommendations to that end. 1 
Among other things the federation ad- j 
vises that display of all kinds should be | 
avoided, and that floral offerings, if used 
at all, should be simple and inexpensive. 
Personal references to the deceased at the 
funeral should be omitted. Services at 
the grave are declared to be unnecessary, 
and in no case should the persons who 
attend them be expected to stand with 
uncovered heads. The admission of cur­
ious people to view the dead before the 
funeral is specially deprecated. Finally, 
a discontinuance of the custom of wear­
ing mourning, is strongly recommended 
as being “scarcely in harmony with the 
hope of the gospel.” These suggested 
reforms arc clearly in the interest of good 
sense and refined feeling.
