1 he tame ot Tillamook butter is assured, 
and the yearly increasing output demon­
strates the value ot Tillamook lands for 
dairy purposes. It should also empha­
size the need of the long-talked-of, fre­
quently projected but still uncoastructed 
Tillamook railroad.—Oregonian.

The only business that came liefore the 
city council on Monday was to call the 
attention of the health officer to “swill’’ 
living thrown in some of the back yards 
and appointing Fred Arthur special 
policeman to arrest those who mav get 
too fresh on account of imbibing more 
than their feet and head can carry during 
the holidays. The council adjourned 
until the 30th so as to wind up the busi­
ness for the year.

In round figures the financial condition 
of Tillamook City at the present time is 
about $400 in debt, divided about equal 
between the general and road funds. 
This will be increase«I by the end ot the 
year probably by $150 when December’s 
expenses are added. Considering there 
were $400 out standing warrants when 
the present council came into office, all 
of which have been paid, the expenditure 
has been kept about even with the re­
receipts. Owing to the purchase ot the 
new fire hose and other appliances, 
amounting to over $800. which was a 
large item of expenditure, and placing 
electric lights in the residence portion of 
the city, making a good public improve­
ment and one which is appreciated and 
the money well spent, were expenditures 
which the previous city council had not 
to contend with. When the annual re- 
ports are made out it will he seen that, 
considering everything, that the city is 
in good shape financially, better than 
most of the councilmen thought, and 
they can congratulate themselves, with 
the thanks of the public, that it is so.

The Tillamook Dairy Association, by 
deciding to erect a new creamery, is tullv 
alive to the changed conditions which 
are every where desernable in the dairv 
industry in Tillamook county. The 
association's factory at Fairview’ has 
served its day and a more commodious, 
modern building is required to handle tne 
business.
tion and the erection of the present 
creamery were instrumental in causing 
a greater interest in dairying in that sec­
tion. so much so that the creamery at 
Fairview has had a steady growth and 
did the largest volume of business of any 
creamery in the county. It is in the line 
of progress and enterprise that the Tilla­
mook Dairv Association should have a 
new building with a butter making and 
cheese factory. We believe it will not be 
many years before most of the milk will 
be taken to the larger factories where 
the cost of manufacture is reduced to the 
minimum. Where two creameries run at 
only half capacity it is plain to see that 
it must cost more to manufacture, in 
which case either the dairyman or the 
manufacturer must foot the bill.
