Whatever criticism may be passed
upon his life, no man could have left a
nobler monuuient in his death than the
late Cecil Rhodes. The progress of the
world and a spirit of broad humanity
which recognizes no geographical line or |
sectional bias are the salient character.
istics of his will, portions of which are
now being made public. They lift and
illumin the man, give breadth Lo his ideas
and do honor to that common humanity
with which we all sympathize, but wish
most—and even the best
highest practical aspirations confine Lo
the geographical of their own
countries,

Through reading his will the world at
large will gain a bigger, better and
juster appreciation of the man. To say
that he was a great man is simply 1o
sany what the world has long conceded
and the record ofhis life has been proven.
But to preceive not only that he was
great but that he was not bumlt along
the lines of other men is to concede an
unique greartness to which he may
justly lay claim wnder the provisions of
his will, Great ideas which possess men
usually culminate through a process of
evolution. They start in  modestly
enough at the inception of his career,
expand with his giowth and broaden
with his success until at last after the
process of years they burst upon the
world in all their grandeur. But with
Khodes all of his ventral ideas for the
future of South Africa—all of those ideas
