Since Saturday at midnight Tracy and 
Merrill, the outlaws have—Stolen a 
team of horses end a wagon from a farm­
er living near New Era ;

Passed through Portland, probably 
on a troller t^ir ;

Held up three men living on the south 
bank of the Columbia River for a dinner 
and coin|)elle<l these same men to ferry 
them across the river in a small boat ;

Held up a man on the north bank tor 
another dinner ;

Held up bound and gaged a rancher, 
and stole the clothes off of his back and 
others from his cabin ;

Fled into the timber back of Vancou­
ver, where they are now being hotly 
pursued by Sheriffs Cooke of Clackamas, 
and Marsh ol Clarke, Detectives Snow, 
Kerrigan and Day, of Portland, and a 
strung posse of citizens.

Eccentric Man Is Dead.
Union, Or., June 16.— Ebner Robbins, 

who died here Saturday, aged 69 years, 
waa one of the wealthiest men and pro­
bably the most eccentric character in 
Eastern Oregon. He owned a railroad, 
but never accepted a pass on it, and, it 
is said, had never ridden on it, prefer- j 
ring a cayuse to his steam-horse. He i 
ah-o possessed a fine residence here, which i 
his family occupied, but the greater | 
portion of his tune was spent in a cabin < 
near Drewsey. He had three large gen- j 
era I stores in Eastern Oregon, filled | 
w ith clothing, yet he only wore overalls. 1 
a cheap cotton shirt, a pair of cowskin | 
boots ami an old wool hat. He owned ! 
a $10,060 flouring mill in Drewsey, but 
had never been inside of it, although he 
passed by it almost daily. With every 
reasonable luxury on earth at his com 
mand, a splendid home and a devoted I 
wife always pleading for him to come 
and remain at home, he preferred a rude 
cabin in the alksli desert, a board bed 
and bacon anil l»eans, and the coinpan- 
onship of cowb*»ys and sheepherders.

Some six miles west of Drew’sey there 
is an old log cabin about 10 x 12 feet in 
size. The crevices of cloth and gunny­
sacks hang over the openings for win­
dow’s, and a thin board suffices for the 
door. There is a crude fireplace and by 
it hangs a frying-pan or skillet, a coffee­
pot and a kettle. This is where Rob­
bins prepared his meals. In one corner 
<»f the small room is a bedstead, two sides 
of the wall furnishing half thesupport 
for it, and a post with two rails at­
tached to the wall furnishing the other 
support. An old mattress, some cheap 

| blankets that look as if they had never 
been straightened since first placed there, 

! formed the bed of this owner of a quar- 
' ter of a million. In short, he preferred 
to live the life of the prospector or the 
old-time pioneer to that of luxury, as re­
garded by the world.

The story of how Robbins came to 
build a flouring mill at Drewsey and 
then let it go to ruin is an interesting 
one. A s.nooth talking commercial man 
came along and convinced one of Rob­
bins’ friends that a big fl .tiring m ill 
would pay at Drewsey; that if a mill 
was built the ranchers would turn Qieir 
attention to raising wheat. The friend 
liecame enthusiastic and sought Robbins’ 
assistance. The latter explained that it 
would not pay ; that it would be years 
before wheat would be raised 111 this 
section to any extent; that irrigation 
would be necessary, and that would re 
quire time. But the friend saw all kinds 
of fortunes in a flouring mill, and insist­
ed. Robbins became impatient and said:
“Will, go ahead and build your mill 

and I'll pay for it, just to show you 
that you are wrong.”

The friend believed in putting in a 
good one while he was at it, and order­
ed the very best machinery from Ohio. 
A fourstorv building was erected, a ditch 
was dug along the bank of the middle 
fork of the .Malheur River, and a turbine 
wheel was put in, and as fine a mill 
completed as was ever constructed of the 
same capacity. Before the water was 
brought to the wheel the projector of 
the mill became impatient and purchased 
a large steam engine, and the mill was 
started, It run a few months at a dead 
loss, and then shut down. Il now 
stands there, the window frames all 
knocked in by mischievous boys, the ma- 
chienry rusting and going to wreck, 
without «a dollar's insurance on it. Rob­
bins paid the bill without a mur.ner, for 
he foresaw the end in the beginning. He 
had never been inside the mill and never j 
spoke of it, although the road from j 
Drewsey to his cabin was along by the 
side of the mil).

Amber Robbins was born in Boston, 
Mass., 1833. He was a shoemaker by 
trade. He sailed from Boston and came 
to Sacramento, Cal., in 1853. He mined 
in California and was steamboat cap­
tain and followed the mercantile busi­
ness. He moved to Jacksonville, Or., in 
1858, came to this section in 1877. 
The Robbinses had two children The 
son died and the daughter married 
James Lucky, and they now live in Port­
land.

(/ 4A Lively Skirmish at Dead of 
Night.

Vancouver, Wash., June 17.—A hot 
skirmish, which occurred about mid­
night last night between Bert Biesecker 
and Lon Davis, two members of Sheriff 
Marsh's posse, and two armed men 
answering the description of Tracy and 
Merrill, in which 11 rifle shots were ex­
changed and one of the men at least 
(Biesecker) had a narrow 
furnished con vincing proof, if any further 
proof were needed, that the three-score 
or more of officers and armed men are on 
the right track and that the men who 
crossed the Columbia River Sunday and 
held up and robbed old man Tiede, near 
Fourth Plain, yesterday morning, are 
beyond question the desperate outlaws. 
The encounter also demonstrates an­
other significant fact ; that the same 
men now searching for the convicts 
will use their firearms when opportunity 
offers.

Biesecker and Davis were two of 15 or 
more picked men posted along Salmon 
Creek at points where the convicts were 
liable to cross. About 11 o’clock they 
noticed two men come down to the 
creek to get a drink. This was at a 
point about six miles north of Van­
couver between what is known at Tenny 
and Betts bridges.

At tl;e time the men approached the 
creek the watchers were not sure of their 
identity, and halted until they again 
approached the road. The 
went down the road in the 
the supposed convicts, and 
30 yards distant Biesecker sent a rifle 
shot in their direction.

The fire was promptly returned and 
six shots were exchanged by Biesecker 
and Davies and the two convitcs, none 
of which took effect so far as known.

Both parties then took to cover. After 
waiting in their hiding places more than 
an hour, the guards concluded there 
was to be no further chance to get a 
shot at the convicts and went up the 
road. A quarter of a mile or so, where 
their horses were tied on the way, they 
discovered fresh tracks in the road not 
far from the point where their horses 
were hitched. They again lay in wait 
another half hour in the hope of seeing 
the fugitives, but nothing occurring, got 
in the bnggv and started toward town. 
They had gone but a short distance 
when “ bang, bang, bang,” went a rifle 
from the brush at the roadside, and the 
guards now realizing that they were in 
close and dangerous quarters with the 
odds all in favor of their unseen foes, 
whipped up and drove for their lives.

Five shots were sent after them, all of 
which apparently took slight effect, but 
fortunately causing no «criotis results. 
The first shot struck the horse in the 
rump, another passed under Biesicker’s 
right arm cutting a clean hole through 
the side of his coat and the under part of 
his sleave. One struck the horse in the 
head, causing a scalp wound, another 
grazed the horse’s side and a fifth cut 
through the harness.

The men reached town about 2 o’clock 
and reported to Sheriff March.

George Goddard, a farmer living in 
the vicinity of the occurence, reported 
here this morning of having heard fir­
ing at three different times during the 
night, two of which evidently were the 
ones described. He with a companion, 
spent the night in the brush, near his 
house with guns, expecting vizitg 
the desperadoes.

Vancouver, Wash., June 16.—Tracy 
1 and Merrill, the escaped convicts from 
! the Salem penitentiary, have been heard 
of again four miles up the Columbia 
River from this place.

At 2:40 on Sunday, afternon, Charles 
I Holtgrieve drew up a well-nigh beaten 
! horse before the Courthouse in Portland, 
! told the news, and bv 3 o’clock Detecti- 
i ves Weiner, Dav, Kerrigan, Snow and 
1 Sheriff Cook of Oregon Citv were spted- 
I ing here to take tip the fresh trail on the 
I murderers. On the next car came The 
I Journal correspondent and (’hief Deputy 
I Sheriff Thielseu of Multnomah County, 

who, before leaving Portland, had tele­
phone the news to Governor Geer at 
Salem.

The story told of the reappearance of 
the couvicts is as follows :

About 11 o’clock on Sunday morning, 
I as Sunderland and two others were pre­
paring their fishing boat on the south 
bank of the Columbia, Tracy and Merrill 
appeard above them on the bank and 
al the point of a rifle ordered the as­
tonished fishermen to ferry them across 
the river. The first thing they did was 
to starch the boat to ascertain if any 
arms were secreted in it. and then, satis­
fied that there was no danger, compelled 
Sunderland and his companions to ferry 
them across the river.

On the way oyerTracv sat in the bow 
of the boat and Merrill in the stern, both 
keeping a close watch on tile men who 
rowed them and never once letting their ' 
rifles stray from covering their thorou 
ghly fi iglitenend ferrymen. At the con­
clusion of the trip the desperadoes 
ordered Sundrland to produce his money, 
and the man gave up his pocket book, 
containing a $5 gold piece and three 
silver dollars. Of this amount Tracy 
appropriated $2 and handing back the 
remaining $6, observing, “Here, take 
this back. We dont need all your 
money. We’ve got lots of it, any way.’’

During the passage of the river both* 
men became loquacious, Merrill in par- ' 
ticular talking a great deal. He appear­
ed to be thoroughly hardened and ex­
pressed himself as being sorry he had not 
killed Sheriff Durbin in the woods near 
Gervais when he had the opportunity.

’’Why,” he said, “when they’ had 
those hounds on our trail in the bush we 
were lying not 50 feet away behind 
some logs. I saw Durbin at the head of 
the crowd and wanted to kill him, but 
Tracv said, ‘Now’, pal, don’t shoot ; if 
you let off that gun we'll have our finish 
right here.’ I was just going to kill 
the--------------------- just the same when
they called off the dogs and went back, 
and I’ve been sorry ever since that I 
dident finish him when I had a chance.’’

While Merrill wan detailing Ins history 
of the chance, Tracy sat in the bow of 
the boat saj ing nothing, but keeping a 
sharp lookout oil the Washington shore 
just ahead and only broke his silence to 
say. “Don't take us too far up stream. 
We dont care how (‘lose we get to V’sn 
couver, but we dont want to get to far 
up the river.”

When the boat reached the shore the 
convicts, with a parting admonition to 
‘ keep your mouths shut.’’ jumped out 
and disappeared into the brush oil a' 
point about three miles up stream fioin ! 
Vancouver, while Sunderland and his! 
companions hurried back to the Oregon 
shore and dispatched Holtgrieve post | 
haste to Portland with the news.

The bandits, says Sunderland, looked 
fagged and exhausted, but so far as he 
could tell was uiiwouhded. touligh Mer 
rill allowed him a bullet hole through 
the left shoulder of lus shirt, where the 
bullet of one of the penitentiary guards 
bad penetrated at the time they made 
there escapt*. His left temple showed a 
wound, but this he explained by saying 
that in escaping lie hail fallen 'town and 
hurt it against the rout of a tree. Tracy 
apparently was unhurt, though, like 
lus partner in crime, he was badly 
scratched and torn from traveling1 
through the brush.

They had at least 100rounds ofaminu-1 
nition each, which thev carried in small : 
bags swinging at their left sides by the 
reins taken from the horses they had , 
stolen, and on leaving, Tracy presented ' 
Sunderland with an Elk’s pin taken from 
Dr. White, ot Gervais, which he told him 
to keep “ as a souvenir.”
