Former ^Postmaster General Charles 
Emory Smith was presented Saturday, 
by many of his former subordinates, 
with a massive silver punch bowl in re 
cognition of his wofk in installing the 
rural free postal delivery system. The 
facts regarding the growth of the sys­
tem under the administeration of the 
Postoffice department by M. Smith are 
interesting. When he took charge there 
were but 130 routes in operation and 
the number established or provided for 
when he retired was 7.000. In isos 
the appropriation for this service was 
$50,000, while for the current year it is 
$8,000,000. At the time Mr. Smith be­
came postmaster general, in April, 1898, 
rural free delivery was an experiment. 
It had become a permanent part of the 
postal service when he retired from the 
cabinet in January last. The \ery great 
progress made in developing the system 
during this period of four years was 
largely due to the earnest and energetic 
efforts of Hon. Charles Emory Smith 
and it is something of which any man 
might be proud.

Speaking of the work Mr. Smith said 
its value cannot well be overestimated. 
"The conception which plans the actual 
delivery of the mail every day at every 
door throughout the entire eligible por­
tion of the country, covering over a 
million square miles of territory, and 
thus puts every home in touch with the 
world activities, is one of the striking 
illustrations ol the prodigious energies 
and wonderful achievements of the
