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Terrible Deed of Crazed Drug­

gist at La Center.
La Center, Wash., Sept. 29.—Actu­

ated by revengeful motives and piobably 
temporarily insane, R. S. Davis, a drug­
gust, last night set fire to the drug store 

| of Mrs. Sarah White here, returned to 
his own store, set fire to it, and was 
himself consumed in the flames. As the 
result ot this rash act five buildings are 
now in ashes.

The fire from Mrs. White’s building 
ignited the residence of J. W. Bennett, 
dock agent of the Lewis River transpor­
tation Company, destroyed it and spread 
to a shoe store and a small photograph 
gallery, which stood between the two 
drug stores. All were completely des­
troyed.

The fire was started at dead of night, 
when the little village was wrapped in 
slumber, and no means of fire protection 
being available, a veritable holocaust of 
business establishments took place. This 
morning the charred and unrecogniza­
ble remains of the incendiary and suicide 
were found among the smoking embers, 
with a 16-gauge, hammerless shotgun, 
a 44-caliber Colt’s revolver and a dirk 
knife lying by his side. An examination 

j of the cartridges in the guns gave no 
, evidence of anvof them having been dis­
charged, and though he may have shot 
himself, the supposition is that, after 
having destroyed the property of his op­
ponent in business, Davis had either 
swallowed a vial of poison or had laid 
down and permitted himself i 
mated alive. The former 
thought to be most probable.

Those who were acquainted 
! dead druggist describe him as 
I trie character, of a type rarely" seen. 
| When once displeased with ativone he 
never forgave them and always imagined 
that he was being wronged. To phy­
sicians with whom he had quarreled he 
refused to sell drugs or fill their per- 
scriptions, and frequently drove them 
from his store.

| Davis hated Mrs. White, who kept the 
| oppositiou drug store about 50 yards 
from his own. He imagined that she 
was unfair in trade and that her efforts 
were directed toward injury of his busi­
ness. Those who are acquainted with 
the circumstances covering their trade 
relations say that there were no reasons 
for his enmity. Notwithstanding, Davis 
bore toward Mrs. White a constant 
feeling of animosity, and the destruction 
of her property by fire and the following 
suicide are the result of the old man’s in- 
sane imagination of wrongs done him, 
but which others failed to see.

A few years ago Davis was arraigned 
before Judge Miller in the Superior Court 
on a charge of insanity. The complaint 
filed against him was prompted by vic­
ious actions on the part of the old man 
when measures were taken to build a 
sidewalk in front of his store. This im­
provement he positively refused to allow 
to take place, and he enforced his resolu­
tion to that effect by standing guard over 
the property with a shotgun. After 
hearing the evidence, Judge Miller decid­
ed that instead of being insane, Davis 
was morbidly eccentric and ordered his 
release.

The dead man was 85 years of age, 
and had owned and operated a drug 
store at intervals since 1873. In 1889 
he moved to Portland and operated a 
store in that city. His queer wavs failed 
to attract trade in a metropolitan city, 
and he then moved to Woodland, Wash,, 
and opened a drug establishment. Here 
thugs broke into and robbed the store 
and the old man, concluding that the 
place was uncongenial for business pur­
poses, left Woodland and reopened his 
store at La Center, where he has since 
remained. In his store at the time of 
the fire was a stock of goods valued at 
about $2000, and some think he had con­
siderable cash on the premises. News 
of the midnight deed was sent to Van­
couver this morning, and the Coroner 
has decided that an iuquest over the re­
mains of the dead druggist is unnecess­
ary. Davis was married at one 
but died a divorcee.

Paying the Penalty.

Some of the combinations that were 
overcapitalized and were organized 
without much regard to sound economic 
principles have ••ecently been paying the 
penalty, suggesting that drastic experi­
ences may be in store for others of like 
character. The bicycle corporation made 
a great error when it was organized and 
is now paying the penalty. A tobacco 
trust organized in defiance of sound 
economic law is experiencing the con 
sequence of admitting an evil of the 
kind into its primary organization. It 
is bankrupt and a few days ago a re­
ceiver was applied for. Not long ago 
promoters established what was called 
a bread trust, claiming that it ha I ma­
chinery which would accomplish letter 
things in the way of bread yiaking than 
the most powerful and thorough knead­
ing by human energy had ever dune. 
Its promoters overcapitalized it snd 
when it was found that the corporation 
could not command the whole or even 
any great share of the market, the socall- 
ed trust went to pieces.

Many other instances could be cited of 
corporations, organized on the trust plan 
that have collapsed because they violated 
sound economic principles, and undoubt 
edly there are more to come. Combina­
tions that are greatly overcapitalized 
and which otherwise violated immut­
able financial and commercial laws may 
go on fur a lime wi^ji apparent success 
and jroaperity ; but inevitably those 
laws sooner or later assert themselves 
and the organization that disregards or 
defies them pys the penalty The ex-' 
perience already had should at least serve | 
the purpose of warning the public against 
investing in the securities of corporations 
that are known to lie overcapitalized, 
as to the organization of which there 
not full and satisfactory information.
