THE TILLAMOOK-SHERI 
DAN STAGE LINE.

Reflections of a Traveler 
Going Over the Line.

[TO TH« EDITOR TILLAMOOK HKADUGHT 1 
I)bah Mr. Editor,-The new 8taKe 

line from Tillamook tn Sheridan, via 
Grand Ronde. whilst affording, jierliaps, 
a cheaper means of egress for the Filla 
mooker to the R.R. than any other route, 
yet there is an uniqueness in its schedule 
of time that may be attractive to those 
of leisure and romantic mind, but is 
chaffing to the business man. In verifi- 
cation of this assertion the reader has 
only to permit him or herself to he 
gathered up. as the writer was recently 
by this stage that leaves Tillamook City 
at 5 o’clock p.rn., and soon be en route. 
The early lamp greeted us at Pleasant 
Valley, n Mount Pelee gloom shrouded 
the long trestle at Blmnsville, the dark­
ness in the dense timber beyond seemed 
appalling, but our careful driver, Mr. 
Potter, with his trained steeds, con 
veyed us safely on without halt, except 
at the few offices scattered along, and to 
gather up, or leave mail at the numerous 
way side boxes.

Reader, don’t blame the driver too 
freely if he does some times displace 
your mail. Just ride with him once and 
it will become a mystery to you how it 
is that there is so few errors made in < 
this respect, in the often stormy and 
always darkness, that accompany this 
part of the schedule.

But few lights greeted us at the late 
hour in which we reached Beaver, being, 
perhaps, only those of belated house. 
Wifes, engaged in mending their hus­
band s socks, the good spouses snoring 
innocently ill the chamber just’bevond. 
The bold lofty cliffs, along whose sides 
b tng thread-like, the Sailing and Farmer 
grades were safely passed at these places, 
in the “ dim light of darkness,’’ the 
mighty bluffs stretch upward, seemingly 
in your then uncertain guess, almost to 
the nearest fixed star, and below—well, '
you can’t see anything, but there is i lonely bowers, beautiful maidens peer 
water down there, of unknown depths, at yon, don’t vou believe a word of it. 
Before taking a plunge into which, acci­
dently or otherwise, it would be well to 
essay to smooth the future path of your 
troubled soul by first holding a brief 
“ inquiry meeting." We were made 
comfortable for the night at the Hotel 
de Potter, on Three rivers, which place we 
reached at 11 o’clock p.m.

Next morning, at 8 o’clock a m., we 
were moving very deliberately up the 
tortuous defiles of the Three rivers. 
This stream, geologically speaking, lias 
evidently always had a rough time 
getting out of the country. Bold bluffs 
of rocks at every turn, castle rocks, 
rocks in the ground, rocks on top of the 
ground, most of the latter your wheels 
strike. In the last day, the wicked of 
this region need not trouble to pray lor 
the rocks and mountains to fall upon 
them, they will do it anyhow.

stalking the deer in the near by hills, or 
taking a pole and going trouting, or, 
taking your time, and awaiting the 
quadrangular meal that in 
follows at 11:30 a.m.

You are on the road again 
by this time the conceit 
were in a hurry is all knocked out of you. 
A philosophical mood overtakes you. 
and you can’t help it. We informed our 
driver that this part of the route was 
like a West India cyclone, in the center 
of which there is said to exist a two 
hours interval of a dead calm, or per­
haps it was for the same reason as the 
humane and considerate pause in the 
quadrille to enable the ladies to catch 
their breath and thegentleman to inspect 
the condition of their suspenders, but 
we were on the down grade now and 
moved merrily along, our driver onlv 
slopping over to trade horses, but as the 
man of the house was gone, the swap 
was deferred until the next trip, "c 
were soon among the chocolate colored 
maids of Uncle Sam, in the Grand Ronde 
Reserve, and noting the inhabitants 
apparently grievous struggle with 
civilization, but nevertheless, progress 
is being made here. Caucasian civili­
zation covers thousands of years, yet it 
ainf long since we ate with onr fingers 
and burned our witches. The Grand 
Ronde Indian loves his dram, like wise 
does lots of Tillamookers. In this re- 
spect the former is the most consistent 
in the degreeof liisenlightenment.liesides 
he usually votes the republican ticket.
