BURNED AT POST. BOULDER CREEK.
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Northern Mob Takes a Negro’s 
Life

Wilmington, Del . June 22.—A North­
ern moh, led by a Virginian, burned a 
negro at the stake tonight within a tew 
miles above Mason and Dixon's line, 
fhe victim was George F. White, a negro, 

just out of the workhouse, who was ac­
cused of having feloniously assaulted and 
stabbed to death Miss Helen S. Bishop, 
the 17-year-okl daughter of Rev. Dr. E. 
A. Bishop.

The crime of the negro was committed 
last Monday afternoon, and ever since 
there had been mutterings of lynching 
the mail. An effort was made last night 
to get White, but it failed, 
mob estimated at 40()0 men
gathered in the neighborhood of Price's 
Corner, four miles from here. Thev came 
from everywhere, including Wilmington 
and small towns to the south of Price’s 
Corner.

Last nights lack of a leader was sup­
plied by a Virginian, whose identity in 
the confusion and excitement could not 
be learned. The police of Wilmington 
and the Constables tried to disperse the 
growing mob, but without avail. It 
was after 10 o’clock when the march to 
the workhouse, a mile away, was taken 
up.

Crime of the Negro.
The victim, Miss Helen S. Bishop, 

daughter of Rev. Dr. A. Bisln p, su­
perintendent of the Ferris Industrial 
School, was a student of the Wilmington j 
High School, and was on her way home 
from the school last Monday afternoon j 
when she was attacked. A farmer work­
ing in the field saw Miss Bishop stagger 
and fall in the road. She got up and 
fellagain, and then she rried to crawl.

The farmer and his sons went to her 
assistance, hut when they reached the 
girl she was lying unconscious in the 
road. She had three ugly gashes in her 
ihroat, her body was badly scratched, 
and her clothing was torn in many 
places. The wounded girl was taken 
home, and died the next afternoon with 
out regaining consciousness.

The entire neighborhood was almost l 
instantly aroused, and a manhunt was 
immediately instituted. Suspicion was 
soon fastened on George F. White, a 1 
negro, who was just out of the work­
house and who was engaged on the1 
farm of Edward Woodward, near the | 
scene of the assault.

White was found in bed that niglu, 
and when taken into custody denied all 
knowledge of the crime. He was identi­
fied by several persons who said they 
saw him in the vicinity of the scene of 
the crime.

A knife which, Mr Woodward said be­
longed to him was found where the girl 
was assaulted. White was brought to 
Wilmington, but later was transferred 
to the county workhouse, where the offi­
cial« thought lie would lie safe from mob 
violence.

Calof could 
not believe that any one would come in­
to his barn aud attempt to rob him, and 
took the matte: as a joke.

“Hands up, and quick about it !” came 
the order from a larger man, and with­
out waiting longer two shots were fired 
Both were wild of their mark, and 
a scratch on the hand the young 
was not injured.

“The pistols were close to my
when they were discharged,” said he 
after the holdup, ‘‘and I thought I was 
done for. I was so frightened that I 
could not stand up, and It'll over on the 
oat box.

The robbers were not frightened away 
bv their own shots, but rushed up to 
their supposed victim and commenced to 
search through his pockets.
