Fatal Saw Mill Accident.
A fatal ami distressing accident hap-, 

pened on Friday afternoon |*to Jesse 
Kays at his saw milland shingle factory, 
on the Sandlake road. As the belting 
on the main shaft had become wet 
through the headgate leaking, Keys ob­
tained a sack and with this proceeded to 
wipe it while the machinery was in mo­
tion. The mill is run by water power. 
W hile holding the sack to the belt Kays 
sleeves must have caught, and he was 
suddenly drawn in and dashed with 
much force against the main pulley, 
where he was held. His two sons were 
in the mill at the time, and seeing their 
father’s position lost no time in getting 
assistance. The first to enter the mill 
was Mrs. Kays, who in her hurry to re­
lease tier husband, jumped over the saws 
ami was cut in the back and side. It is 
supposed that Kays must have been in­
stantly killed when his head struck the 
pulley, for the side of his face was badly 
meshed, which must have rendeted him 
unconscious, but it is thought that Kays 
moved one arm when Mrs. Kays went 
to his assistance. Assistance having 
arrived, the unfortunate man was taken 
out of the machinery, but showed no 
signs of life. The body was brought to 
this city on Saturday, and on Sunday 
the remains were buried, the religious 
service being in the Christian church, 
and the burial in the Oddfellows’ ceme­
tery, conducted by Rev. E..M Patterson.

The deceased, who was a member of 
the VV. of W.. and carried $1000 insur­
ance, was 45 years of age, and that 
order took charge of the burial and at­
tended the funeral in large numbers. He 
leaves a wife and four children—three 
bovs and one girl—to mourn their loss.

Deceased was born in Kentucky on 
June 16, 1858. He came west and 
located at Vancouver, Wash., where lie 
was united in marriage to Miss Lily E. 
Johnson. Sixteen years ago he moved 
to Sandlake from Amity, Ore., and has 
been residing in Tillamook since that 
time. His sad death caused a gloom in 
the neighborhood, for the deceased was 
well liked and respected by all who 
knew him, and being of an enterprising

Will Get the $300 Exemption.

The little 'Dependent editor in his last 
issue takes a shot at the legislature lie­
cause it did not add an emergency clans? 
to the act restoring the $300 exemption 
law. He seems to have heard somewhere 
that this will prevent the taxpayers from 
getting the benefit of the exemption for 
one year. His knowledge of the tax laws 
is, of course, stupendous, and if we could 
only have a legislature composed of such 
Websterian intellects as that of the little 
’Dependent man the state would indeed 
be safe.

The Hdadlight man is not blessed 
with so great stores of legal knowledge, 
and so he has made some inquiries, and 
finds that the exemption law provides 
that the $300 worth of property shall lie 
exempt from taxation, not from assess 
ment. The old exemption law applies to 
the 1903 roll, and the new law' will be in 
force March 23rd, 1904, long before the 
taxes are expended on that toll or the 
roll even prepared, and necessarily each 
taxpayer w ill be allowed the exemption. 
It is true the assessor lists property as 
of the first Monday in March, which will 
be March 7th, but he knows that the law 
will be in force allowing the exemption 
long before he prepares his roll, ami that 
the taxpayer cannot be compelled to pay 
where the law exempts, and when he pre­
pares his roll he will simplp make the 
deduction the same as lie has always 
done. Very likely the man who drew the I 
bill re-enacting the old law knew what 
he was doing and did not ha veto send to 
this neck of the woods for advice or to 
be tohl what to do, ami we haven pr* tty 
good idea that the state legislature did I 
not consist of 90 blockheads, even if 
they did have to struggle along without 
the assistance of the 'Dependent man. If , 
this arouses the curiosity of some of the ■ 
legal lights of the city, and especially the | 
smaller legal lights, the Headlight, of 
course, not being endowed with any too 
much legal wisdom, but, all the same, 
the taxpayers will get their $300 exemp-, 
turn. __________
