The members of the State Board ot 
Barber Examiners might as 'veil be so 
many ambassadors to islands in the 
Dead Sea for all the power the office gives 
them. Judge George ruled that the 
board is unconstitutionally 011 earth. 
This, the court holds, is because the act 
ot the legislature creating the bodv al­
lows them to fix the standard to which 
all applicants for tonsoriai honors must 
attain. By doing this, Judge George be­
lieves the Legislature delegated the ex­
aminers with legislative authority, 
which, he avers, is a very unconstitution­
al thing to do.

The temperance forces of the State 
have seized upon the initiative amend­
ment as a means to make still more 
trouble for those unfortunate and numer­
ous people who make a living by dis­
tilling, brewing or selling spirituous 
liquors. Numerous petitions, each in 
charge of a committee, are being cir­
culated in Portland and throughout the 
state asking for the submission of a ' 
local option law to the |>eoplc, to l>e vot- i 
ed in June next. This proposed law pro-1 
vides that, for instance instead of the 
Citv Council of Portland deciding if: 
saloons shall be allowed to operate, the ■ 
question shall I e voted on by the citizens I 
at large. Under this law any community 
in which the prevailing sentiment is 
against saloons may enact prohibitory 
la ws and the power to do this is taken 
out ot the hands of official bodies with 
whom the temperance advocates claim 
the liquor interests can deal to easily.

Frank T. Wrightnian, clerk of the 
corporation department in the office of' 
Secretary of Stale Dunbar, prepared and • 

1 submitted his first annual report of the ' 
I business of his department. The report 
covers a perioil beginning May 21. 1903, ' 
when the Eddy corporation tax law 
went into effect, to December 31, 1903, a 
period of seven months and ten days. 
The report shows that the total receipts 
of the corporation department forthat 
time were $94,570.31. It is also shown 
that 131 corporations have not yet paid 
their annual license tees, and that the 
amount due from them is $7610. Some 
of these 131 are practically out of busi­
ness. while others have lieen awaiting 
the result of the suits brought in Mult­
nomah t’ounty to force payment of the 
license tees. Since the suits have resulted 
in fa vor of the state the delinquents will 
probable* pay what is due from them and 
the total receipts for the year will be 
very close to $100,000.
