, Salem. Or., Sept. 3.—Apropos the agi- 
Ution fur the building of railroads 
through the Valley to connect with inte­
rior points, comes the proposition to con. 
(truct a line of railroad from this city 
to Sheridan, in Y’amhill County thence 
to tbs Coast to some point on Tillamook 
Psy, preferably Bay City. This proposi- 
lion conceived several weeks ago, 
,nd although the promoters have been 
working quietly upon the scheme with a 
new of interesting capital in the project 
,nd the securing of a right of way, it 
has finally leaked out, and there are 
(trong indications that influential inter­
ests are behind the matter.

Bay City, the principal point of im­
portance upon Tillamook Bay, is so situ. 
tud that it would make an ideal summer 
resort, and the main idea in promoting 
the road, aside from the commercial ad­
vantages to be obtained, is to secure a 
more direct route by rail to a popular 
summer resort located advantageously 
between Salem and Portland, and easily 
Meseible to both. The country sur­
rounding Bay City is regarded as ex­
cellent for dairy purposes, and, with 
railroad communication to the markets 
of the world, would develop rapidly. 
Several weeks ago the Oieuter Salem 
Comuierlcal Club elected a railroad pro. 
motion c ommittee. This committee lias 
been busy keeping in touch with all 
kinds of propositions which arise in the 
daily course of events, and is thoroughly 
alive to the development of the resources 
and commercial interests of the Valley.

One of the members of this committee, 
after the Salem-Bay Citv railroad idea 
was conceived, addressed a letter to a 
prominent and influential citizen of 
Sheridan, asking him to “ take the pulse 
of the people” as to the feasibility of the 
project, and lie yesterday received a 
reply of the most encouraging kind stat­
ing that any movement made by tho 
people of Salem along that line would be I 
met more titan half way by the financial 
interests of Sheridan, who want direct 
communication with the Capital City 
and tho Valley without having to go 
through Portland or drive across 
country. It was rumored recently that 
the Southern Pacific Company had in 
contemplation the plan of projecting a 
road from McMinnville to Bay City, but 
no confirmation of this report couid be 
gained. ________________

He was assisted by Key. Jos. Hoberg 
and Rev. Hunsaker, both old time 
friends and neighbors of the deceased. 
Interment was made in the Masonic 
Cemetery by the side of his wife.

Concerning the life and character of 
Mr. Todd there is but one yoice—“He 
was a good man." The universal re­
spect of this community is the best testi­
monial of his worth, nnd the wholesome 
influence of bis life is the best monu­
ment to his memory.
