The Insurance Inquiry's Scope

The insurance investigating committee 
evidently has aright idea of its duty. 
It means to be conservative and yet 
thorough. The recent statement of Sen­
ator Armstrong clearly differentiates its 
functions from those of other authorities 
who have taken up one phase or anoth­
er of the insurance case. The legislative 
committee is primarily concerned with 
conditions in the insurance companies 
only as they may indicate the need of 
new laws. It is not charged with the 
supervision of the companies to secure 
obedience to existing Lt w.

The 
exaction of restitution of anv diverted 
funds by civil process is the duty of the 
Attorney General, in which, so fur as the 
Equitable society is concerned, be will be 
supported by its present management, 
as is clearly shown by its remarkable 
answer to the suit which he instituted.
