It is now being charged by hotheads 

and repeated even in some agricultural 
papers, that the Department of Agncnl 
ture is spending too much money, much 
of which is wasted, and that “thedepart, 
meut is full of bureaucrats nnd barna­
cles.” This is wild talk which can only 
be indulged in bv the ill informed. Much 
of the work of the Agricultural Depart­
ment is devoted to scientific experimenta­
tion, which is always expensive, and 
equally so whether good results are ob 
tained or not. But would you stop the 
experimentation because it costs money ? 
Hardly. All scientific work is costly, but 
the truth is worth all it costs. Only l>y 
discoveries of new fruits, new seeds, new 
varieties of stock and grain and new pro­
cesses can agriculture be made progres 
sive and profitable. It costs much money 
for Burbank to make his experiments, 
but would you stop the wizard in order 
to save a few measly dollars ? If he finds 
one new fruit that is better than any 
known, or a vegetable superior to the 
other varieties, either is worth millions. 
Compared toother departments, that of 
agriculture is spending only a bagatelle, 
but for the purposes of the people it is 
worth them all put together. We may 
do without armies and navies, but not 
without agriculture.
