During her stay 
in several of the capitals of Europe 
she has done much for charity in what­
ever way $ was presented.

WHEN THEY CAME TO SEARCH LATOUR I KNEW HE WAS DOOMED.

Is this not their 
own policy in the last stages of disagree­
ments? Remember Cuba, and the Trans­
vaal. No, it is too early for arbitration. 
There will be two great battles. One, on 
land, is before us; the other on the sea, ! 
will occur within a fortnight. Then, and > 
not. until then, will the Emperor of Germany 
listen to intervention.”
