I slept there until 
people that have since proved more than 
friends, took me in the country, and I 
failed to get .any employment at all, so 
was offered my old position as nursery 
governess by a lady in Chicago, if 1 
would come, and as I am a self made 
woman, I figured a way to return to San 
Francisco and get ruy ticket to Chicago, 
believing 1 had experienced enough for 
a time until I could collect my senses 
and nerves.

What should we run into in Kansas on 
the Santa Fe.

For fifty mile« 
Emporia there is 
outs caused by
Cottonwood river, along whose side» the 
railroad extends. At Florence the 
water rose so rapidly that many of the 
people bad to be rescued from their 
houses in boats, scores of wooden build, 
ings were carried away bodily by the 
force of the rushing waves, all the lower 
portion of the town was covered with 
from three to eight feet of water, and 
the torrent« carried away a confused 
mass of furniture, hay stacks, floating 
lumber, com crib« and chicken coop«, 
while hundreds of horses and cattle 
perished in the inundation. In place«, 
tbe railroad was tw isted, unjointed, and 
even carried away, and new temporary 
line« had to be constructed. For miles 
the train ran on rail» that were far be. 
low the surface, and the view from the 
window a« the rushing torrent swept 
across the track, appeared like that 
from a steam boat stemming tbe great 
current of tbe rapids io the St. Law. 
rente. We passed hundred« of half 
submerged booses In which the terror 
stricken inmate« had taken refuge in the 
upper stories. On the hill aides were to 
be seen whole families gathered around 
the few article« of furniture which they 
had hastily rescued as they weie com. 
pelled to leave their ciumbling houses.
