Death deprived Tillamook of another j 
pioneer and well ,known character in 
this county at an early hour on.Satur­
day morning at his home on the Wilson 
river. Walt. J. Smith, who had been ill 
for several months with consumption, 
being another of our citizens to succumb 
to that dread disease. For several weeks j 
his death was expected, and it was no 
surprise to his family and Irieuds. The 
remains were brought to this city Sun­
day, and on Monday they were buried in 
the Oddfellows’ cemetery, the religious 
service being held in the M.h. church, 
conducted by the pastor. Rev. C. A. 
Stockwell.

Walter James Smith was lairn at 
Mountain Dale, Washington county, 
Oregon, August 4, 1843. being the next 
oldest of a family of twelve of Mr. and | 
Mrs. Isaac W. Smith, two of Oregon's 
earliest pioneers. While still a child lie 
went to Rudville, where he lived until 
nt the age of sixteen, when he enlisted at 
Fort Vancouver in the First Oregon In­
fantry, Company II.. for service ill the 
Union Army during the Civil War.

The Indians having broken out in 
Eastern Oregon and Washington, his 
company was ordered there to help 
quell the trouble, lie saw 19 months 
service ill the capacity as scout when the 
war ended by the capture of the Ban­
nock chief.

In 1878 Mr. Smith joined a party of 
gold seekers bound for Alaskan points 
under the charge of T. IL Miller and 
J. C. Moss. Their travels took them 
up the Stickeen River, Alaska, to Dease 
Lake and overland to Juneau. Ke 
helped to build the first house at Glenora, 
Alaska.

On February 11, 1882, he was united 
in marriage to Alice Olds, of Tillamook 
City, the oldest daughter of Mr. and 
Mrs Eli 1*. Olds, residents of this city. 
Four children were born to them : Sam 
J. Smith, Tob.v L. Smith, Mrs. Margaret
H. Illingworth and Miss Estelle E. 
Smith.

Mr and Mrs. Smith moved to their 
present home in July, 1888, having 
lived there 5 years before the Wilson 
River Toll Road was opened between 
Tillamook City and Washington County. 
Mr. Smith was a member of tlie
I. O.O.F., G.A.R. and charter member
of local lodge K. of P., all of Tillamook 
City. __________________
