Butter and Cheese.
The exhibit of cheese was one of the 

principal features of the Fair, for there 
was a lively competition between the 
large factories for the blue ribbon. The 
display was most creditable, and the re­
sult showed but little difference in the 
grade of the cheese, and this may be ac­
count for, as the cheese factories employ 
experienced makers. The cheese exhibit 
was in a large booth on the Main street, 
in the center of which was a large cheese 
weighing 300 pounds, manufactured by 
Al. Bunn, of Beaver, around which were 
numerous flats of various size, weight 
and shape, from 90 pounds down to the 
Young American. Not only was the 
famous Tillamook Cheddar cheese exhi­
bited, but brick cheese, Swiss cheese and 
that loud smelling Lnnberger ar.d other 
kinds of cheese manufactured in Tilla­
mook were there also to show the peo­
ple that the county excel in these also. 
Prof. Kent, the Agricultural College, 
graded the cheese, and three factories 
won the first piemium, viz., Nehalem 
Dhii> Association, Al. Bunn and H. F. 
Goodspee«!, each ot which obtained 91 
points. I lie points gained by the other 
factories wtre : J B. Agen (L. B. Z’emer, 
repr* tentative), 90)^ ; East Beaver, the 
Miami lactorv and the South Prairie 
factory, 90 ; Chas. Ray, 89 ; Tillamook 
Creamery, 88 : Red Clover lactorv, 87Mj;

There was but a small display of but. 
ter, the highest point being gained by 
Clay Daniel, who reached 90, the (’¡over 
Leaf being next With 88^j points, and 
D. E. Goodspeed being third highest with 
87 points.

The Stock Show.
The Stock show, although somewhat 

on a small scale, was certainly a verv 
successful affair and proved quite ail at­
tractive feature of the Fair, and should 
another stock show be held next year, it 
is safe to predict there will l>e a larger 
number of entries and a keen competition 
for the premiums, especially in dairy 
stock, for numbers of farmers expressed 
an opinion as being sorry that they had 
not put theirs in the show, for they felt 
certain that they would have taken the 
premiums had they done so. It was a 
good show of stallions, and goes to 
prove that the farmers, insteac of raising 
scrubby horses of little value and of tin 
known breed, are raising horseflesh with 
a jicdigree anH of son.e value in the horse 
market. Amongst dairy stock, Jerseys 
were most numerous, and in that clars 
some well-known breeds were to be seen, 
which attracted the attention of those 
who prefer the Jersey for dairy purposes.
