ALCOHOL IN CORN COBS.

Waste of Canneries Can Be Used
for Making Liquid Fuel.

Tests which have been made for the
last two months in the experiment sta
tion of the State Agricnltural College at
Ames, la., have established definitely for
the first time that there is a way to
mnke denatured aleohol for use as fael,
light and motive power at a price that
will be considerably lower than that ol
gasoline, and this material is none other
than green corncobs,

Green coracobs Lo agreat fquantity are
thrown away every year by canneries
all oyver the United States.

The tests carried on here show that
there nre eleven gallons of alcohol in
each ton of green corncobs, The process
of distillation s simple.

It
has been litherto established that a gal-
jou of aleohol will produce at least 10
per cent more power than a gallon of

gasoline. Therefore, with alcohol nt 20

cents and gasoline nt 22 cents, it is man-
ifest the alcohol would be considered the
cheaper.
