No less a calamity than scessions 
threatened in the commonwealth 
Australia as an incidental result of lie 
government ownership of railroads. S'X 
years ago the various Australian states, 
whose combined population of 4,0(M’,- 
000 is but little larger than that of the 
State ol Missouri, entered into a federa­
tion nnd placed themselves tinder ore 
general department and financial manage­
ment. In all the Australian states the 
railroads are owned by the Government 
nnd most of the federation debt of $1,. 
200,000,000 is due to railroad con­
struction The least developed of the 
states is Western Australia, which has 
the great area of 975,920 square miles, 
with a population of onlv 184,124 
Western Australia's chief industry is 
gold mining, its annual gold yield 
amounting to $45,000,000. Its share of 
the recent tailroad debt of the common­
wealth is $49 000,000. but it clamors 
for a through transcontinental railroad 
to open up its vast stretches of parched 
plaines. The other states of the federa 
tion are unwilling to add hundreds ot 
millions to the present enormous rail­
road debt.

A lew days ago, after the failure of 
their vast new railroad project in the 
federation parliment, the legislature of 
Western Australia adopted a resolution 
for the withdrawal of that state from 
he union. Thus the question of secession 

has become acute six years after the 
federation was formed, and the public 
ownership of railroads is the cause of 
the crisis. Each of the states consented 
to the federation and the union was ap­
proved by the general parlament. The 
constitution formed savs nothing about 
any 
be broken.

than in the United States, and the gov­
ernment barely makes both ends meet in 
exclusively operation its great railroad 
system arid fixing rates.
