We give on another page of this issue 

a long letter from Mr J. F. Martin, one 
of the patrons of the Long F’rairie cheese 
factory and one of the w ide aw ake dairy­
men of the county, in which lie appears . 
to find fault with some ol the creamery 
reports we have published. It is our can­
did opinion that all boards of directors 
and secretaries are doing the best for 
their respective factories, and that they 
are doing this is evidenced by the general 
satisfaction there is throughout the 
eounty amongst dairymen, and as long 
as the price of cheese fluctuates and the 
cheese is sold in different markets, it must 
be expected that one factor will be a 
trifle in the lead. So it is only reason» 
ble to expect that the factory coining 
abend should feel romewliat elated. In 
the first place Mr.Martin finds fault with 
the creamery reports we have published 
because they do not give the average 
amount received for butter fat. claiming 
that the dairymen are paid for butter 
fat and nut cheese or milk. Admitting 
this is true, it seems a rather strange 
reasoning that would not go further 
than that. Oil what is the price of but- 
ter fat based, we would like to ask Mr. 
Martin ? Had the Hazelwood people 
paid the Long Prairie people the addi 
tional 1-12 of a cent which the Tilla­
mook Creamery people received for their 
cheese, would the price of butter fat not 
have been correspondingly greater, we 
ask ? Certainly. The whole is based on 
the gross amount received for cheese. 
The whole proposition lies in the amount 
of cheese obtained from the milk and the 
price received for cheese. Now we want 
to say a wold about cheese sellers, the 
middlemen and (lie retailer. The dairy­
men succeeded in eliminating one class 
of middlemen and why not all of them ? 
We see by the reports that the average 
price received for cheese at the Maple 
Leaf was 11.85c., Long Prairie 11.84c., 
Clover Leaf 11.77c., and the Tillamook 
Creamery 11.92c. This cheese was re­
tailed at about 18c. to 20c. per pound. 
This is where the middlemen get in their 
work. But until the dairymen can form 
an organization, grade their cheese and 
dispose of it under one bead or manage­
ment, the middlemen arc going reap u 
good profit out of cheese manufactured 
in Tillamook. A discussion as to how 
to cut off the middlemen's profits and to 
place it into the pockets of the dairymen 
ought to lie the next problem to solve, 
for there is so little difference in the price 
ol butter fat, there is iio use discussing 
that further. But it is still our candid 
opinion there are too many cheese selleis 
in this county and loo many middlemen 
who are living off the dairymen.

The Eugene Register says :
“If any class of business men ever had 

good reason tor the formation ot a trust 
with a view of advancing pi ices, the 
Press of this country presents that justi 
fixation at this lime.'*
On account of the repeated advance in 
the price of papier, ink, labor, etc., with 
no corresponding increase in the prices < I 
newspapers, advertising and job printing, 
it is not necessary to say that newspaper 
men find that they are not getting the 
compensation tor their labor they are 
entitled to. In some sense the newspaper 
men are to blame tor this when they cut 
prices to such an extent there is not hy­
ing wages in work of under bid one 
another oil legal advertising and print 
these > notices fur next to nothing. 
This is a real curse to the newspapei 
business. We know from actual experi­
ence, however, that no business or pro- 
fcssioual man werks harder, the year 
round, than a newspaper man, and it is 
no bed of ruses to run even a country 
newspaper with so many conflicting in­
terests, factions and opinions tube met 
with. People expect newspaper men to 
stand fur some principle or policy, and 
in that respect a newpaper cannot help 
making triends and enemies at the same 
lime, not so with business men, who use 
a good deal of policy not Io offend eny 
one in running their business. Adopt 
the same rule to running a newspa^icr 
and it would not be long before people 
wouid be sa)ing. and saving correctly, 
that the editor had no backbone and 
was a raid to say anything. A few lines 
of criticism in a newspa|'er w ill gain for 
the editor plaudits from numerous per­
sons, but at the same time it is mure 
than likely to make other |»ersons fight­
ing mad, and another criticism on some­
thing is liable to cause a viva versa senti­
ment, for it depends upon whore ox is 
taring gored. We coincide with the Reg 
ister that lor the »mount of work they 
perform the newspaper men are not paid 
as much as they shonhl l»e, but the only 
way to remedy this is to raise the price 
of the newspapers, the advertising at.d 
job work. Whether the newspaper men 
will lie furcsd to do this remains to lie 
seen, but all must admit that Hie news* 
pN|«er men are doing more to boom Oie- 
gon than any oilier agency or business 
or professional men. yet tn every county
