4. It furnishes books and periodicals 
for the technical instruction and infor­
mation of mechanics, artisans, manu 
facturers. engineers, and all others whose 
work requires technical knowledge—of all 
persons upon whom depends the indus­
trial progress of the city.

5. It is of incalculable benefit to the 
citv by affording to thousands the high- 
est and purest entertainment, and thus 
lessening crime and disorder.

6. It makes the city a more desirable 
place of residence, and thus retains the 
best citizens and attracts others of the 
same character.

7. More than any other agency, it 
elevates the general standard of intelli­
gence throughout the great bodv of the 
community, upon Which its material 
prosperity, as well »s its moral and 
political wellbeing, must depend.

Church.
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Wirlesa Service Across 
Atlantic.

Although signals and messages 
successfully transmitted across the At­
lantic Ocean by the Marconi wireless 
system as long as two years ago, the 
establishment of a regular commercial 
trans Atlantic service for news and 
business purposes by that method will 
date in history from Thursday, October 
17, when the first tegular message was 
sent by Premier Laurier of Canada to 
congratulate the English people on this 
new achievment. Numerous dispatches 
were then transmitted by prominent 
persons on both sides of the Atlantic 
Before the day w as done bet ween 6tX.lt> 
and lO.tKHl words had been transmitted 
■cross the sea from the station at Glace 
Bay to Clifton, on the west coast ol 
Ireland. The Marconi Company will 
charge 10 cents a word, and promises 
soon to cut this rate in half, wheteas 
regular cable rates are 20 cents a word 
for ordinary dispatches and 10 cents for 
press cablegrams

The telegraph operator satin a high 
tower, with a telephone to his ear and a 
Morse transmitter under his hand. With 
each pressure of the kev a flash of 
flame shot upward as the electric­
pulse from the powerful dynamos 
released and transmitted through
steel tower and at the same time a loud 
detonation sounded on the ears of those 
present. Although no attempt at speed 
was made, the operator averaged 
twenty words a minute, which would 
make a maximum of 24.800 words a 
day, but Marconi announced that with 
in a month the speed would be increased 
to thirty-five words a minute, and. in 
addition to this, two other stations tie- 
tweeu the continents were to be estab, 
lished.

Steel Direct From Ore.
How John Potter, the Los Angeles, in- 

ventor. has found a wav to produce a 
380 pound ingot of pure steel without 
the use of coke or coal in either the Bes­
semer or open-hearth process, is describ­
ed by Harry W. Dunn in the Technical 
World Magazine. Potter's idea was 
that of an oil blast furnace. In the cen 
ter of his furnace he piles the crude iron 
ore and a mixture of lime and asphaltum 
in a certain proportion, which is the 
secret of the process. Then a jet of crude 
uil is turned on and lighted. With a 
heat of 3200 the whole mass is fluxed 
and the resultant steel flows down into 
a lake in the bottom, later to he drawn 
off into puddles and cooled. Or the 
molton steel can be run directly into 
molds, thus saving one costly process 
under the old methods. The loss in 
Potter's process is only about 6 per 
cent. This means a saving of millions. 
Potter invented also the blast burner he 
uses, and that, too, is a secret. This 
inventor began as a greaser lioy in a 
steel plant at Johnstown, Pa , and 
worked up nntil he became manager of 
the Carnegie plant at Homestead.
Chicago he assisted in perfecting the 
first rail table in the United States.

("apt. Roald Amundsen, who some 
years ago successfully navigated the 
Northwest Passage in the little sloop 
Gjoa, and who is now visiting the United 
States, is preparing for an expedition to 
the north pole, in which be expects to 
use polar bea.s as bensts of burden. He 
has two polar cubs now in training for 
this purpose. The captain believes that 
bears are peculiarly fitted for this ser­
vice. bv reason ot their great strength 
and their absolute immunity to the in 
clemency of the Arctic weather. He ex 
pects to go into the polar region pro­
visioned and equipped for a stay of five 
or six years, if necessary.

A public demonstration 
"fulguration" treatment for cancer I.as 
been made at Paris by Dr. Hart, in the 
presence uf thirty prominent surgeons of 
•II nations. Dr. Hart, whose home is 
at Marseilles, has nsed the treatment 
for eighteen months, and in 65 percent 
of these cases the patients remain cured. 
By means ol Gaiffe s electric transformer 
he sends through an insulated probe an 
electric spark 5 inches long. This is ap­
plied with a fulgurating or flashing ef­
fect un the cancerous growth, thus de 
straying all the diseased tissue. Then 
the spark is used in lieu ot a knife to 
volatilise the affected part. The wound 
is washed in water and antiseptic.

Victoria, the Queen of England, was 
asked » hal she regarded as he founda­
tion uf succesa «f the British govern 
ment. she replied, the Bible.

There is an account in the Prevention 
of Cruelty of Annuals, of what U 
known as the ’’ Christ of the Amies," 
that w as erected in commemoration of 
the good influences of the Church in 
establishing peace between Argentine 
Republic ami Chile and preventing a 

I bloody war. Th* Bible and the Church 
are, ami have hern mighty iufl.ie .‘-es in 
the affairs .of men and nations. They 
never were exceeded except by the one 
thing which makes the American 
government the grandest institution that 
that was ever upun the face uf the earth, 
and that is the recognition of the light 
and liberty of conscience.

Our foiefathers did nut declare that 
we might worship God according to the 
dictates of the Bible, nor by the dictates 
of the Church, but by the dictates ot 
conscience. The man »ho holds up the 
Bible must confine himself to what he 
believes the Bible teaches. Si with the 
mail who represents the Church, it is 
uot what lie thinks, but what the 
Church teaches. He has no light uf 
opinion.

The Independent Church is for men 
who hold to the American religion, who 
subscribe to the worship ot God by the 
light ot conscience, instead of either the 
Bible or t'hurcli. It dues not matter to 
me what the Bible or Church teaches, 
I don't recogniae their jurisdiction. 
They may be good enough for a great 
many people, but they fall short ot my 
anticipation.

The man that is judged by the Bible 
or Church stands either justified or con­
demned by them, so it is with the man 
who is judged by the light of con­
science. There is no soiro»’ like the 
remor-e of conscience for a misspent 
life, and the only tiling a Catholic or 
Protestant Cliuich can do for a man ill 
that condition is either to drown his 
conscience or send him to an asylum 
for the insane, and although to the per­
son unacquainted, the mail suffering the 
remorse of conscience and a maniac 
might appear the same, they are as un­
like as east from the west.

It is not the object of die Independent 
church to antagonise the Bible or the 
Church, but to stand exclusively for the 
American idea of worshiping God ac­
cording to the dictates of conscience, 
believing that the conscience is of divine 
origin and ever prompted by the inspire 
lion of God the Spirit. I cannot feel 
that the Bible or Church has any right to 
question or dictate my course of life. 
There may be men who are not suscept 
able to the impressions of conscience. 
We have those who are born deef, blind, 
&c. Why should we not expect un­
natural men in the spiritual world 7 The 
blind need a guide, but to have a guide 
for one who can see is a confounded 
imposition.

I never hayj to regret for having been 
sent to an asylum, for I suppose I 
would have been paying some preacher 
to this day for trying to expound the 
scriptures to me for the peace that he 
never fuuud himself. Again, it is hard 
for a man who is suffering the remorse 
of conscience to be thrown into a ted­
ium of mania' s and it lakes him some 
time to conclude whether he is really a 
hopeless maniac or trying to make peace 
with the Great Creator.
