They overlook the fact
that every pound of material Krown on
the farm that can be used for the pro-
duction of some higher priced product
increases the profits by cheapening the
cost, us well as the saving of labor in
bauling aod shipping bhulky products to
market. One operation on the farm
l2ads to another in regular rutation, and
Just the same as spring seeding leads to
bharvest, so doea the storing of the pro-
duct on the farm lead to the em ployment
of the best methods of disposing of those
profits at a season of the year, when the
farwer is not ealled to (he field to give
his entive attention to work away from
the barnyard.
