of fiction wha-h is made the scape-goat 
of all literary sins. Respectable dulness, 
whether it be of the historic, didactic, 
theoloRK, or scientific breed, browses at 
peace io the pastures ol orthodox and 
pedagogic* consideration, while lively 
fiction, one of the most talented, original, 
interesting, and—were it known—useful 
members of the flock, is lea led with re­
proaches and liuntc 1 to the woods. Fic 
lion is made a vicarious sacrifice to the 
gins of inappreciable dullness and super 
aticioua depravety.

Fiction is at once the nurse and off- 
rpring of the imagination, and the high­
est function of active intelligence. Re­
asoning, if natural, is mainly accurate 
imagination . if artificial, it is but a 
crippled faculty, hobbling on the crutch 
ea of a pair of premises which may be as 
false as a rotton stick.

By fiction the mind obtains glimpses 
of lift and manners, nnd accumulates a 
stock of information not to be gained in 
aoy other way. Even the vicious yellow, 
covered literature of forty years ago 
gave its readers an insight into a phase 
of English history which the genius of 
Maculay could not make equally clear. 
Sneer at them as we may, our dime 
novela, too, give views of American life 
andhistorv, and geography, which go 
far to rekindle in the youthful mind the 
enthnaiam which bad teachers and bad 
text-book too often conspire to extin­
guish. Indeed, what is history nfter all 
but desiccated fiction?

Fiction is the product not of the 
highest scholarship, but of the highest 
art in literature. It may be 
that the pictures of fiction are not cor­
rect Hkenesses. But there is no 
thing as a perfect representation ol any 
thing. We must choose between form 
and color in art. and between grouping 
and prolixitv in literature. The pic- 
tures of fiction are as true as any other 
pictures. Indeed true fictiou and false 
history arc more common than the re­
verse.

We have heard of clergymen inveigh­
ing against the literature of the im- 
agiaation, whose every sentence in its 
dryness, barrenness, and baldness pro­
claimed that he had never ventured to 
diverge from the hard and dustv road 
Of solid reading. No fairy tale eyer de­
lighted his childhood, or war story an. 
¡mated his boyhood, no romance inspir­
ed his youth. It is needless to sav that 
his bearers were few and dissatisfied and 
bis salary was small. We have read of 
a scholar, the alumnus of many “insti­
tutions.’’the possessor of a pile of fram 
ed degrees and diplomas asi high as a 
Virginia rail fence, who knew nothing 
of what is most needed to make one’s 
self agreeable to the people wc meet 
daily. He severely criticised the mount 
log of a play because Henry VIII was 
dresaed in bright colored garments, ex­
pecting to see him appear in a silk hat 
audFtongved boots. He never read a 
novel in bis life, and from such authentic 
historians as he had consulted, trifles 
like manners, costumes, and the thous- 
anMtnd-onc things that go to make up 
the daily life we live, were religiously 
omitted.

Then give children a chance to learn a 
little of what will make them vivacious 
■ndIntelligent in society. Wc owe it to 
thd world we live in to do more than 
make a living in it. Study may lx the 
baainess of the mind during school years, 
but Set ion should be its pleasure, as ac 
ties Oports are the need of the body. Il
