Six months ago Miss Anna li. Sander, 
son was a prim little- school teacher of 
the Methodist pirsuation, in Pueblo. 
Colorado. What she knew of men she 
hnd learned from her father, an old 
fashioned gentleman, and from liighten- 
ed glimpses caught during two years at 
Alma college.

■net Rihorn in Tacoma, from where they 
went to Elma, Washington, where Miss 
Sanderson had friends. Here they were 
married by the Rev J. T. McQueen. Jan. 
tl of this year, the parties mentnmed in 
the marriage license held by M'ss San­
derson being Pearl R. Williams and Anna 
H Sanderaon.

Thev came to Portland and the first 
disillusion occurred Mrs. Sanderson. 
Williams Rihorn learned that her hus- 
band had been married before and di 
vorced, But he told her that the di­
vorce had been secured on the ground of 
infidelity—the only one recognised by the 
Methodist church. Then the rooms they 
lived in were not quite what Miss San­
derson had been accustomed to.

He took her down to a rooming-house 
on First street, which is old and ram­
shackle, and in an unpleasant part ol 
town. He didn't introduce her to his 
friends.

Mrs. Rihorn No. 3 says 
she hears her husband lived with her 
thiee limes, and she judges that the 
money gave out at the end of the last 
attempt to live together.

Lived in Pendleton.
Rihorn at that time was living in 

Peodltton, where he was very well 
known as a real estate and land dealer 
and a traveling man. A year ago Ri­
horn, through Attorney L. B. Reeder, 
of Portland, tried to secure a divorce 
from Mrs. Cora Rihorn. The suit was 
tihd in Oiegon City and a decree se­
cured, but this decree was found to lie 
illegal, because of technical mistakts 
and the suit was dismissed Mrs. San­
derson Williams-Rihorn says she is cer­
tain her husband has not secured a di 
voree since then.

She is now living at 431 West Park 
street, and is waiting for the officers to 
locate her spouse. She says she will 
stay here until he is found and will then 
prosecute him to the end.

' He will fool otlver women as he has 
folded Ilia three wives,” declared she 
yesterday. •- He has tlie moat convinc­
ing w ay about him—ia very quiet and 
very sincere. But he always ingrati 
ales hitneelf with women. I have 
learned since my marriage that woman 
is Ilia one great vice—he is not bad lit 
other ways, but in what, is to my mind 
the worst.”

She is rather small, Bas dsrk hair 
and wears eye glasses, and is between 
35 and 40 years old. She is extremely 
neat and la well educate*!. Rihorn la 
described as being about 3M years old, 
8 f-et inches tall, brown hair and 
blue eyes and with, a pale complexion 
He wests spectacles when reading or 
writing The officers liave no idea in 
what direction he may have gone, but 
think he has not money enough to go 
far.
