The leading 
spirit in the movement is W. D. Hay­
wood, who was recently a high official 
in the Western Federation of Miners, 
and who wa< tried on Harry Or­
chard’s confession, and acquitted. Re 
port bad it that he was to be the 
Socialist party's candidate for presi­
dent in 1908. As the Western Feder­
ation of Miners, however, is a socialist 
orgHhization. and as some of the 
unions which are uniting with it in the 
new federation also lean toward the 
socialist side, it is possible that Hay­
wood, in his new federation move­
ment, may start a party which will 
count for something in the voting.

From the present outlook 1908 will 
see more national organizations of 
consequence than any previous cam­
paign has had.

Within 30 days the United Railways 
company will begin preliminary work on 
the constiuction of an electric railway 
from Portland to Tillamook, Netarts 
Bay and Bay City. Surveys over the 
Wilson river route have been made and 
there is a choice of three rontes entering 
the city oi Portland. Conclusions reach­
ed by men who have been closely follow­
ing the arrangements are that the North­
ern Pacific is back of the project, and 
that the road w ill use Cornelius gap and 
connect with the Northern Pacific’s 
present main line north oi Portland.

The five men now outwardly respon­
sible for the projects are Thomas Green 
ough, of Missoula, Moritz Thomsen, 
and W. D. Hofius, of Seattle. J< sepb H. 
Healy and H. Wittenberg, of Portland. 
Messrs Hofius, Greenough and Thomsen 
were in Portland yesterday, and at a 
conference between these interests it was 
decided to proceed immediately with 
construction oi the Tillamook line. It is 
said Greenough, Thomsen and Hofius 
have taken the initiative, and guaran 
teed the financial sinews.

Greenough is an old time Northern 
Pacific conductor, and made his start in 
that line oi work in the northwest. He 
is now rated at several millions, and is 
known to be still in close touch with 
Northern Pacific people. Hofius and 
Thomsen are rated at not less than two 
millions each, and have been associated 
with Northern Pacific railroad deals be 
lore. They are regarded as group oi 
men especially well adapted to the wotk 
oi carrying on Northern Pacific con­
struction uuder cover of independent 
projects. No stock or bonds of the 
United Railwayscompany have been sold 
since they took control, but approx­
imately $600,000 has been spent since 
that date in forwarding construction of 
the company’s Portland lines. It is said 
a plan has been adopted by which these 
men are advancing the funds in blocks 
of $500,000 and then drawing on the 
Northern Pacific treasury tor the 
amounts, as bus been done successfully 
in railroad construction work by South­
ern Pacific interests in California. This 
was the plan adopted by H. E. Hunting­
ton for the building of subsidiary lines.

Of three surveys made for entrance 
of the Tillamook line to Portland the 
easiest is by Cornelius pass, but it is 
the longest way around. Another loutr 
follows on an easy grade along Hie face 
of the hills north of the city ami 
through a proposed tunnel near the 
hu mm it between Portland and Linnton. 
The third, which is the shortest but the 
steepest, is via Balch's gulch and 
Mount Calvary cemetery.

An official of the road said today that 
a reasonable grade could be secured 
via the latter route, and that in view of 
the fact that the company is compelled 
by its franchise to build to the cemetery 
that route fur the Tillamook line would 
probably be adopted.

The distance from Portland to Tilla­
mook, according to the Wilson river 
survey is about 88 miles. This would 
give by far the shortest line between 
Portland and the ocean beaches. The 
engineers have beeu able to get a max 
iuiuiii grade slightly better than 2 pel 
cent via tins route. The road will run 
through a heavily timbered region, ami 
the lumber tonnage alone would support 
the line. The Tillamook country is ai*o 
susceptible of developing immense 
wealth in the dairying business.

The capitalization of the United Rail 
ways company ia $3,000,090. tt one 
time in its early stages the company 
previded n bond issue for raising money 
to build the city lines, and $45o,tM>0 of 
these Im »mis were issued to the promo­
ters. 'ibis amount of bonds ia now in 
poaaeasion of the present holders of 
stock, aud they have not issued any 
further bond*. It ia be lived the entire 
issue necessary for fin tricing th i Hills, 
boro ami Tilllamook extension has f»een 
taken care of by Northern Pacific in 
teresls.— Journal.

Van Heekeren, was instructed to ssoist 
Mr. Pohle in the pursuit of his enterprise 
and he spent at least eight or ten Hat* 
in assisting. Just why, then, the Trans 
portation Committee, or the chairman 
ofit.orthe house of Wadhams & Co., 
ot which he is president, should be at­
tacked is past the writer’s u derstanding.

We have teen shown th. article ap 
pearing in the Headlight u >der date ol 
April 2d aud in reply can >nlv sav that 
Mr. Pohle, one of the promoters is en 
tirely mistaken in Sts surmise that Mr. 
Elmore had an-thing whatever to d- 
with hi* inability to obtain funds as 
readily as he expected from the Portland 
merchants.

As a matter ot fact the Transportation 
Committee at all times assists transpor­
tation movements of this kind wherever 
it can—that is one of its cardinal func­
tions. and nothing could be further out 
of line than to charge the Trar.spsrta- 
tion Committee with any effort on its 
part to kill any transportation proposi 
tion. Its mission is to promote where- 
ever it can but not to obstruct.
