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The Crawford Case.
Thw case has been stubbornly fought 

through the various courts of the state 
Rollert Crawford, a former resident of 
.hi« county, having sold his place on tl»e 
Nehalem riv»r to F. R. Beals, moved io 
|4N Angeles, Cal , with his wife and 
two of hit daughter«. Afterwards, about 
S. piemlier 1st. 19'4. Crawford »lie ! in 
Portland, Oregon, leaving money, notes 
and personal properly amounting to 
>2714.

An objection was file»! in the County 
Court by Robert A.. Albert. U illiam 
»»nd John J. Crawford, and asking that 
the widow be barred from her share of 
the estate. This case came up before 
Judge W. W. Conder, who decided that 
the widow be declared to have no right 
to any part of her husband’s property. 
Couns» 1 for Mis. Crawford appealed io 
‘he Circuit Court. When the case was 
» ailed in the Circuit Court a motion * a* 
interposed asking that the appeal be 
dismissed for the reason that (he appeal 
wan taken by giving oval notice in 
Cornland not in writing The motion 
a as sustained by Judge Burnett, w hen 
■»n appeal wss taken from the ruling ot 
the Circuit Court to the Supreme Cour* 
when Judge Burnett was rever«e»i 
ami the cause remand» d back to the 
Circuit Court to be trie«! on its merits. 
W hen the case was finally tried tiefoie 
the last regular term of the Circuit 
Court, wherein Judge Wm. Galloway 
reverted the judgment ami decree of 
Judge Conder in the County Court.
