He seems to have placed con­
fidence in you and was very much pleas­
ed at the attention that he received at 
vour hands. I am glad you treated bin 
nicely, but am sorry that he left witl 
that impression of our business men and 
citiz^nsas it onlv tends togive Tilinmnok 
a black eye. However, J shall laboi 
against this disadvantage and do all I 
can to get people to go there. I have 
calls daily about Tillamook but as vet 
the transportation facilities seem to b» 
the main drawback in getting them in.”
